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The work carried out by the mission has been appre­
ciated and, spontaneously, several National Societies ha-ve 
sent special contributions to the International Red Cross 
Committee, to assist it in defraying the heavy expenditure 
entailed by the despatch and maintenance of this mission as 
well as the daily expense of telegrams and radiograms.

The American Red Cross has increased its 1936 contri­
bution from $3,000 to $6,000.

The Luxemburg Red Cross announces that it is sending 
500 Swiss francs.

The Swedish Red Cross has made a special donation of 
2,OCOSwiss francs.

The International Committee is deeply grateful to
the above National Societies for these contributions which 
partly cover its extra expenditure.
