Mythology of Northern Europe.
The mythology of Scandloaria resemble» 

that of Greece before it was civilized and 
humanized. It ie full of the grande»! and 
eubliroest poetry. Whether, according to 
the theory of Dr. Mai Mailer of Oxford, 
the earliest mythology arose from the 
poverty of the language which had only

the proper study of mao. If the sensuous 
religion of medieval Italy bad been directed 
to the illustration of the religion of Odin 
instead of that of our Lord, it ia probable 
lhat the northern mythology would hare as- 
aimilaied il» divini'iee to iboee creations of 
the Grecian mind, eo eminently human in 
tbeir beamy and their frailly. As it ia, the 
euperaiitione of Scandinavia have been foeai- 
lieed in their pristine purity ; and there ia 
eo strong a resemblance between the goda 
and goddesses of Hesiod and those of the 
northern ecalde, lhat the theory of ooe great 
original Asian nation, from which all ihe 
tribes of Weatern Europe ramified, ia strong­
ly corroborated. How similar are the fates 
of the more ancient Diooyaua and of Bald­
er, who partakes of the attribniee of Di- 
ooyaus and Apollo ! Like Dionyaue, 
Balder ia the god of blessing and fruitful­
ness; like Apollo, be is the god of light 
and gracefulness, the inspirer of poets, snd 
the idol of the fair. Aa Dionysus was re­
presented es being born end dying, and his 
birth was celebrated with rejoicing and hii 
death with mourning, eo were the events of 
Balder’s life and death annually celebrated 
with great pomp and circumstance. Even 
now the origin of tragedy and the Eleuemtan 
mysteries may find a parallel in ihe bale­
fires o( the norlh, those bonfires, crowned 
with a bon, which are lighted when the 
summer solstice is past, signifying that the 
life snd beamy of the year is drawing to a 
close. Then the thunder god ia not unlike 
Hepbesiue of the southern mythology, and 
it would be easy lo carry the parallel fur­
ther. The Joiuus of the north are no 
other that the Titans of ihe south. But the 
recognition of ihe power of the eril prim 
ciple leads ua to seek for similarities in a 
mote refined creed of Zoroaster snd the 
fire-worshippers, which found ils way ialo 
Chris tanily in the doctrines ol Manicheism. 
Yer mote, Igdrasrl, that Tree of Life at 
whose roots a serpent is perpetually gnawing 
—for those roots descend into Hels, the 
region of frost and darkness—leads us to 
the pages of inspiration, and the sublime 
history of our parents in the girden of 
Eden.—Blackwoods Magazine.

It is very dangerous for a European to try 
lo project it at any object, as it may return 
and strike himself. In a nalive’s hand it ie a 
formidable weapon, striking wiiboul the pro­
jector being seen, like the Irishman’» gun, 
•shooting round the corner, aa well aa 
straight forward.’ It was invented to strike 
the kangaroo, which is killed by it with 
certainty, and though a copse intervene be­
tween the hunter and the animal, ihe boom­
erang cornea round the corner and breaks 
hia legs."
