Hunter,
dated Glengrey, near ll.:g:ustowu, January 11A,
APPEAL FOR A MISSIONARY.

My Circuit continues to grow. Of this I am
glad, as there is much room for growth, and great
necessity for increased eflorts to reach the thou-
sands who are still sitting in the blackness of
moral and heathenish night. I say silling, be-
cause their state is one of gross indolence, and
stupid ignorance and indifference. If they have
but food and other means of gratifying their
carnal hearts’ desires, theirs is to them a
state of blissful contentment, unmingled with
alloy. Of these poor benighted oreatures, there
are somewhere between two and three hundred
separate little villages, scattered over some
twelve hundred square miles of country, with no
other means of spiritual instruction than those
we are able to afford them. And, alas, what are
we among so many? Weare but as the few
loaves and fishes without the miracle. We may
supply the wants of some, but can never reach
the bulk of the people without assistance. It was
from a settled conviction on this point that I was
led to press upon the last District Meeting the
impoatance of dividing this large tract of coun-
try into two Circuits, and applying for the ap-
pointment of a Minister to take the Upper Cir-
cuit, or what is properly Tyopo's Mission. My
request was favourably received, and a request
made on the list of stations. And now I desire
to supplement that formal application by a strong
and urgent appeal on behalf of this people, They
are numerous, they are ignorant, they are super-
stitious, and with all this, I need hardly tell you
they are wicked, and guilty of deeds of darkness
from day to day.

NATIVE AGENCY.

We have a few natives employed in subordi-
nute positions in our work ; and even these are
untrained and comparatively feeble and inferior
in character, with but few exceptions. This, I
bumbly submit, is not as it ought to be; and
something ought to be done to remedy the evil ;
but that it is an evil, who can doubt, that contem-
plates the work in this country as full forty years
of age? And that it can be remedied by the use
of proper means is umgmestionable. For who
can imagine a living, spiritual, church of Jesus
Christ, blessed with the clear light of Methodist
theology, and with a piety promoting discipline
incapable of producing at les#t a few Divinely-
called and qualfied men to extend the kingdom
of Christ. I, for one, cannot imagine such a
thing. But some will say, it has been tried and
failed. Well, then, I say, in the name of our
Master, let us try, try, try again. We may, nay
we must, succeed better, or the tribes in South-
ern Africa will never be largely benefitted by the
Gospel. We need an efficiently conducted in-
stitution, capable of turning out annuaslly about
five ministers, and fifteen other agents, well qual-
ified an. trained for their work. Such an insti-
tation would be costly, it is true ; but we might
hope, by the blessing of God upon it, to raise
up in the course of a few years, native agency,
such as God would richly bless ; and not at a very
remote period a large pative church, such as
would fiod within itself both men and means for
carrying on the work of (Jod in and around it,
independent of foreign aid. Men who look down-
wards, instead of looking to God and upwards,
may think me visionary for entertaining such
unheard-of notions; but our work is of God,
and if attempted in the right way, must and will
succeed.

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Report of the Theological
Professor. :

The past year will not allow us to record any
great or brilliant results as to this department
of our great Educational work, and we regret
that the Conference could not compatibly with
the ciaims of the general work, assign a larger
number of students, to the care of the persons
entrusted with the training of its candidates for
their important office.

One of the students was sent to the help of
an invalided minister, a fortnight before the
close of the Academic year, and was therefore
prevented from being present at the annual ex-
amination.

The students have been generally diligom.in
their studies, and have made a perceptible ad-
vancement in the clearness of their views of our
doctrines, and their acquaintance with the lively
oracles of God. We have endeavoured to lead
them to feel the deep importance of drawing
their statemenjg of truth, from the infallible
source, and of quoting scripture correctly for the
purposes of proof and illustration. They have
gone through the whole system of Christian
Theology, using Wakefield as a text book ; snd
in eermonizing they have studied carefully

various times in this and the neighbouring cir-
cuits, and generally with acceptance. Some of
the class studied and recited in Angus’ Bible
Hand Book, and evinced a deep interest in this
most prefitable branch of Theologieal education.
They also went through a part of Kurtz's Sacred
History, receiving from their teacher such com-
ments as he was able to supply. One of the
students, Mr. Johnston, has attended Prof. Mil-
ligan’s Hebrew class, and made bimself quite
familiar with the principles of the language, so
as to be able to translate from the Old Testa-

| ment with great facility and accuracy.

Eighteen oral lectures have been given on the
evidences of Christianity,in which some reference

| has been maintained to the errors more preval-

ent at the present day. The students have been
carefully guarded -as to their religious deport-
ment by the excelient moral discipline of the
proper authorities, and have regularly met in
class, under the charge of Prof. Milligan, and
the thanks of the Committee are due to the Rev.
Dr. Pickard, and to the other members of the
faculty, for all that they have done, to give effi-
ciency to the training of these young brethren
for their arduous work.

The experience of another year only tends to
confirm the opinion of the Conference, that some
special training is necessary for our candidates,
and that it is deeply to be regretted that the
funds for the support of this department are so
inadequate, that no pecuniary assistance can be
given to the students, while striving to obtain
the necessary qualifications for the ministry.

The Committee beg to enlist the zealous and
powerful co-operation of the ministers of the
Connexion, in behalf of this work * Never,” to
quote the language of Dr. Burder, “ was there
a period which made a heavier demand on the
mental resources of the christign minister, than
the day in which we live. His attainmenty are
expected to be at once ample in their range, and
accurate in their character. He is expected to
be a man of extensive reading, deep thought, and
ready utterance. By many around him he is
expected to preach on the Sabbath, as if the
days of the week had been devoted to studious
retirement ; he is expected to visit his flock, as
if pastoral superintendence had claims upon the
greatest proportion of his time, and he is ex-
pected to give not a few of his mornings and
evenings, to the business of the grand institu-
tions for doing good at home and abroad, even
as if he had neither pulpit or flock. The diffu-
sion of knowledge is daily becoming more ex-
tensive, and more rapid throughout all the classes
of society. The elements of acience are rendered
familiar to the minds of our mechanics.

The advantages of a liberal education are im-
parted to the children of many, who in early life,
had scarcely the means of attaining the simplest
rudiments of knowledge.

The mental character of the auditories, con-
gregated around our pulpits is in a course of
accelerating progress; and correspondent with
that progress must be the demand made upon
theministers of religion. The hearers are be-
ginning to think and they now expect excite-
ment to thought as well as to feeling; the min-
ister must therefore have learned to think, to
think clearly and to think deeply, and to express
his thoughts luminously and impressively, for
no longer will it be easy to disguise poverty of
thought by parade of language, or to substitute
sonnd for sense.” At the same time we would
never forget, that it is the sole prerogative of the
Divine Head of the Church to call and qualify
“ able ministers of the New Testament, not of
the letter but of the spirit.” ¢ Our sufficiency is
of God.'

Most earnestly would we solicit an interest in
the faithful prayers of our ministers and people,
that the author of every good and perfect gift,
would vouchsafe to smile on this incipient at-
tempt to secure for our young men a more
enlarged acquaintance with the duties, resources
and responaibilities of the work to which they
profess to be called of God.

Resolutions Respecting Dalhousie
College.

The attention of the Cdnference having been,
by the Halifax District Ministers, directed to the
recent action of the Nova Scotia Legislature, by
which Dalhousie College has been transferred to
the Presbyterian denomination, it was resolved -

1. That disclaiming all political aims or bias,
and all sectarian animosity, the Conf.rence can-
not but view with extreme dissatisfaction an Act
of the Legislature of Nova Scotia passed in the
session of 1863, relating to Dalhousig College ;
the operation of which is to make that College,
which is professedly Provincial virtually denom-
inational, giving its emoluments to one body of
Christians, thereby enlarging greatly the educa-
tional influence of that denomination by the pres-
tige of its Provincial position, and also inflicting
a grave injustice upon the other churches of the
Province.

2. That the course pursued by the Governors
of Dalhousie College, in initiating and perfecting
the scheme for the resuscitation of that College,
by consulting the views and wishes of the Pres-
byterian Church Courts, and those only—was
not such as to inspire public confidence.

3. That the Act for the present working of
Dalhousie College, though ostensibly fair and
liberal, is in its beariogs really unjust, as it con-
fers upon one body largely dproportionnm ad-
vantages, and as its tendency is to unsettle the
principle of denominational Colleges, long since
sffirmed by the people and l.egislature of Nova
Seotia, and in the faith of which some of the ex-
isting and flourishing denominational Iustitu-
tions have been built up,—heavy expenditure
incurred, involving responsibilities which effec-
tually preclude all possibility of acceding to the
terms offered by the present Dalhousie Act.

4. That the Conference entertains the strong
conviction that unless the Dalhousie College
grievance 8s now existing be redressed on prin-
ciples of «qual justice to all parties, and in ac-
cordance with the recognized spirit and design
of the foundation of that InstitutioB, it will never
cease to be a matter of most undesirable polities
and ecclesiastical agitation.

5. That in the judgment of the Conference,
unlesa the Colleges of the various denominations
of Nova Scotia can be efforded ad vaﬁtng.-s eque)
to those p: 1 by the Presbyterian body, ths
