Management of Horses. |

In the mansgement of a horse, one should |
pever get into a psssion; but what is undertak- %
en or required of a borse, be should be msade to |
do ; yet nothing unreasovable, or what he does
pot know how, azd is unsble to do, should be
required of him. When you bave taught &
horse that you are his friend snd master,you bn'o
laid the foundation of complets sucoess in his
management.

If you are afrsid of s horse do not go near
bim, snd bave nothing te do with bim personal-
Iy, till you have tsught him to fear you. A borse |
knows when his driver i afraid of him, snd be
will have his own way accotdingly ; but no borse
should be expected to do what has never Poen
taught him to do. You might as well require
child to solve & guestion in sigebrs, who had
pever learned to ccant beyond ten, as to demand
of & horse to do what no cne hss ever taught
bim how to do.

For instance, s young horse that has mever
been * set’ in a golly, with & load before, is whip-
ped by bis own driver beoause be does not draw
the losd oat. The snimal is williag to do what
be can, but he does not know how to draw out
the losd. He tries, ecd ficds that it does mot
move, not knowing that & steadier and stronger
pull would do it, snd whea the lash comes do.wn
apon him, and he hears ths yeils (that 13 tbe
right word too often) of his driver, he is fright-
ened, and jumps and rears through fear ratter
then ug'iness or baulkyness. No better way
could possibly be devised to make 8 horse baulky»
than to beat him under such circumstances. You
might as well attempt t2 make a horse move s
three story building, and draw it off, as to get
out of a slough, with & heavy load, when the an-
imal bas never been taught, by degrees, to draw
s load out of such places.

It is true, that it is bad policy to unhitch &
borse from a load under such circumstances :
but it is far worse to beat him an hour and then
bave to do it. Our way of tesching colis is as
follows : We put on light loads after they are
well broke to a harness, snd go into bad places
where it requires bard pulling by degrees ; snd
the animal learns bow to draw the load out. He

asons as & man does thus : ¢ I've been bere
before and got out, snd I can doiit agsin,’ and
out he goes. We add to the losd one or two
hundred poands, and go through the same pro-
cess, then wait a day or two, and try him egain,
taking care that we require nothieg to be done
that he has not done before, except with a little
lighter load. This is teaching s borse to have
confidence in himsslf, which is the basis of all
draught horses.

A truckman in Boston got into a deep snow
baok last winter with a load of two tons. He
was ¢ set.’ Did he bawl, or yell at, and best
bis horses? Not at all. ¢ Charley,’ said be,
addressing one of the horses, * we are in a bad
fix bere, and I want you to do your best.’ And
when he gave the word to go they did go, ex-
erting themselves to the utmost, snd the truck
went on to its destination. These bhorses were
rational animals, and koew what it was to be
encouraged ; and so it should be in all cases,
A gentleman who witnessed the truckman’s ope-
ration, stopped bim and handed him $5. ¢ Take
that,” said he, ‘it's the ficst time tbat 1 bave
seen & truckman (reat his horses, under such
circumstances in & proper manner.'—KRural Ame-
rican.

Corn Meal for Butter Making.
At.s meeting of the Little Falls Farmers
Club, st Herkimer,jN. Y., Judge Owen made
some remarks on feeding corn meal to milch
cows, which are reported as follows in the Ulica
Herald :

He found no ground feed}so good for butter-
making as Iodian meal; he had made a number
of experiments in feeding, and the best results
were obtained by feeding it dry. In this state
the animal took it slowly, moistening it with
salvia, and thoroughly masticating it. In feed-
ing it wet, he thought it passed directly to the
third stomach, and hence, was not properly as-
similated. Had a large cow of the Holderness
breed, upon which he experimented to see how
much meal could be fed with profit. Found
that feeding two qaarts at a feed, and twice s
day, was all she would bear. This, in addition
to hay, brought down fhe milk ic large quagji-
ties, By such fe-d, this cow yiplded fourteen
pounds of butter per week. Her Lighest pro-
duct was forty-one pounds of butter in fifteen
days, besides thirty quarts of milk, which wes
saved out for family use. Did not regard tur-
nips as of much value for milch cows ; preferred
potatoes, as far more valuable fe=d.

A Good Home-made Fertilizer.

Take a molasses hogshead with one head, sink
its whole depth in the carth. Conduct the sink-
water into it and fi'l it two-thirds full of dry sods,
or earth, the dryer the better. When well sat-
urated with the suds or sink-water, shovelito.:.
Pat in fresh earth, sods, or muck, and repeat yn-
til the cold weather. If the hogshead is so_rear
the bouse as to smell ill on cleaning out, one or
two quarts of water, with two or three nunces
of copperas dissolved in it and turned on it, will
sweeten the mass. Also haul & load of earth
handy to throw a few shovelfuls into the privy-
vault every few days ; give orders for all cham-
ber-ley to be emptied into it. Late in the fali
clean out the privy. Add the sink manure, shov-
el it over and mix together before it freezes,
In the spring fork it over into a new pile.
See th:t your hens will make six or seven bush-
els of dropping until all is sdded. In s few
days fork over again, adding a bushel of sai: <0
a cart ioad of the compost. Just beflore planting
time, throw a few bushels of ashes, leached or
unlezched, on the pile. When ready to useit,
begin on one side, cut down through it, so the
ashes may be uniformly mixed throughout the
whole. You will be surprised to see that a few
leisure hours during the season has given you
many barrels of fertillisers equsl pound per
pound to any you are in the babit of buying,
and far safer to use, at no expense but Jeisure
time and costof salt. Three or four tablespoon-
fals in a hill for corn, potatoes, or beans, and a
double or triple quantity for squashes, melons,
etc., will force your crops wonderfully.

For Scours IN CALVES.—A good remedy has
been found. Mr. B. 8. Farnham, says renuvet is
a sure remedy. Last spring he bad a nice calf
that was badly troubled in this way, and tried
several remedies recommended by friends, all of
which proved ineffectual. He then tried rennet,
taking a piece about as large as a thimble soak-
ing it in & cupful of water, and giving it to the
calf. Ore such dose effectually checked the dis-
order. As this often proves a very troublesome
disease among calves, it may be well for our
readers to remember the above,
