LONDON, July 8.—The British have
resumed their sledge-hammer blows
against the German line in the Somme
sector- and after a day of terrific
fighting have carried German trenches
at these points along the front. Latest
reports from the British headquarters
say fierce fighting is continuing. and
British gains, while not resulting in
