Under the handcar which they
left near Brockville was a quantity
of clothing, including their old clothing
which they had exchanged for new,
and miscellaneous articles of merchan
dise, totalling about $75." Mr H. H

them for bringing stolen goods into
the country, offered no objections to
returning and were brouglit to Brock
ville end locked up. Oun Saturday
moruning' they received a preliminary
hearing before R. G. Murphy, J. P.,
and were committed for trial on the
charge of burglarizing Arnold’s store.

On Monday the prisoners were again
brought before Magistrate Murphy and
evidence offered regarding the burglary
of the stores of Messrs Beach and
Lamb.
