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MR, DICKEY IN PARLIAMENT,

The member for Oumberland has
resigned his position as the spokes-
man of the temperance alliance in
patlisament. He is not unwilling to
support the organization and its plat-
form in the matter of prohibition. On
this question he is indeed in advance
of the alliance itself, for while that
body has concluded to pass a resolu-
tion asking for a prohibitory law to
be enacted as soon as practicable, Mr.
Dickey advised the introduction of a
stronger resolution declaring that pro-
hibition should become law at once.
Members of the alliance thought that in
view of the position of the government
in respect to the prohibition com-
mission this “would be equivalent to a
motion of went of confidence. This
Mr. Dickey did not dispute, though

he might have done so, but he observ<|

ed that he was willing to move or to
support such a reolution, The ques-
tion on which he is at issne with the
allianze and with a large number of
prohibitionists, is in respect “to the
French treaty. He approves of the
treaty and does not see any thing in
it opposed to prohibition. The object-
ion to the ‘reaty on the ground that
it agices to admit French wines at less
diity than some other wines does not
stand in the way of legislation for-
bidding the importaiion of all wines
as a beverage, even if it did the ad-
option of the treaty would not be a
serious impedement to prohibition,
for the treaty can always be abrogat-
ed on a year's notice.

Mr. Dickey has also .come to the
front as a woman suffragist in a mod-
ercte sense. Amherstis a town which
does not hold to the traditions cf the
elders, and a number of the ladies of
that place have not been able to unx
derstand why since votiog in federal
elections goes by property nndsjnbome
qualification, female property owners
and wage earners shouid not have a
chance to put a ballot 1n the box.-

It has been explained to them that
they have husbands to represent them
but a cousiderable number, who are
widows br-unmarried women, report
themselves unconvinced by this
argument.. Their case has been pre-
sented to Mr, Dickey with such clear-
ness that he has.undertaken 4o intro~
duce Jlegislation for the, enfranchise-
ment’of these c'asses, - He is early on
hand with his measure of which he
gave notice some timeago. The orig-
inal franchise bill as introduced by Sir
John Macdonald in 1885 provided for
the enfranchisement of widows and
spinsters‘on the same conditions as
men. But thjs clause was struck oat
in commiitée though it was strongly
supported by the late premier. Sir
John Macdonald was pleased to call
himself a tory of the tories, but in his
later years he was.almost a radical 1n
his opposition, to privilege. In this
connection it may be remarked that
the chief part in bringing to.an issue
the policwof woman suffrage in New
Zealand was taken by Bir George
Grey, a former soldier, who half a
century ago was made Crown Gover-
nor of several -Australiau colonies one
after another. After serving a quar-
ter of a-century. 1rr this. aristoeratic
function he became a radiéal and leav-
ing the imperial service becajue a New
Zealand . politician rising in time to
the premiership. At eighty two he
has finished his successful fight for
woman suffrage in his adopted home
In Nova Scotia and New Brunswick
female - property owners -have the
right to vote in municipal elections
which enables them to some extent to
protect themselves as rate payers, But
the other day in the Massachusetts
legirlature a bill to give them this
obvious right was voted down Mr.
Dickey’s“measure will probably ureet
the same fate that usually befalls new
bills introduced by prirate members
in parliament..

Poetic Affection.
THE PORTERS OF WESTMORLAND FIGURE
IN A MAINE DIVOKCE COURT.

In the Supreme Judicial Court, on
Friday, Wm.

She therefore F:f.t‘ his house,
but, instead of buying her ticket with
the money which ie hal furnished for
that purpose, she sent an order back
from the steamer for the price of her
tickes, which order he duly honored.
In 1890, Ellenor wrote him frem Mone-
ton, whither she had gone, a most
lovely letter, expressing regret for her
conduct in leaving hith, a desire to be
clasped in his loving arms once more
and the wish to- return home if the
means were forthcoming.  The letter
closed thus:—

“The seas may rise and mountains fall,
But my love for thee shall live throughall,’

The husband hustled around and sent
his wife the money for her paesage and
urged her to return at once, promising
to meet.her, she failed to come, how-
ever, and evidently fearing that some-
thing might have deluyed her, he hasten-
ed to Moncton to bring her home. He
sawher at the window of the house
where she was residing, and the recog-
nition was mutual: but she refused to
admit him to see him, and after vainly
attempting to obtain an interview he re-
turneé home saddened by thisadditioval
experience in the mysterious ways - of
woman. He soon afterwards came to
Portland, where he has since resided.
