L .id Crawford, who is one of the 
iwo Britons 'aking part in the ocean 
raoe for the k-risei’s cup a fortnight 
hence on bis yacht Wulhalls, is one 
of the most famous of English 
yachtsmen. He has carried the 
bargee of the R .yal yacht -qa;idon 
into every corner of the maritime 
universe .pending m .ny mouths in 
the .oientifio exploration of all th# 
islands of the southern Pic.fi , and 
is, moreover, the great grands .n of 
that twen’y third oarl of Crawford 
who, on being introduced by Kong 
G tot ge III., to the American 
g met al, Benedict Arnold, put bis 
hand behind bis back snd exola-med 
that he had no intention of shaking 
hands with a traitor. Of ouree 
Benedict Arnold challenged him 
and a meeting took place. Arp old 
won the first fire and misa,d the 
earl. The latter, deeming that he 
had granted the roan sufficient 
satisfaction, thereupon walked 
away.

“Why don’t you fire ?” cried 
Arnold,

“At you?" exclaimed Lord 
Orawford over his shoulder, “ no sir,
I leave you to the hangman.”

This Lord Crawford, by the bye, 
was one of the English generals at 
the battle of Ticonderoga, where he 
received no loss than thirteen ballets 
through his coat.

When I mention that this particu­
lar earl was the twenty-third of his 
line and that the present lord is the 
twenty-sixth, it will be realized bow 
ancient is this peerage, the 500 h 
anniversary of the creation of which 
in 1398 was celebrated some seven 
years ago by numerous member* of 
the historic bouse of Lindsay 
throughout the length and breadth 
of the British empire.

It is claimed that the Lindsays are 
of Scandinavian rather than of 
Gaelic origin, and that they are 
descended from identically the 
same stock as the duke of Nor­
mandy, who, alter the battle of 
Hastings, became king of England. 
In fact, this relationship was 
acknowledged by the early English 
monarths, and the second earl was 
urnamed the “ Consanguineous ’’ by 

King Henry V, For a time the 
earls of Crawford were the feudal 
lords of the now glorified Hamilton", 
and frequently intermarried with 
the royal houses of Stuart and 
Bruce, while among the foreign 
sovereign families that include 
lairds of Lindsay among their 
ancestors is the royal French- 
Spanish and Italian dynasty of 
Bourbon and the imperial' house of 
Hapsburg.

So great was the grandeur of the 
Lindsay family in the fifteenth cen­
tury that when its chief, the fifth 
earl of Crawford, lord high admiral 
and lord high jus'ioiary of Scotland, 
was created duke of Montrose by 
King James he refrained from 
assuming the title, considering it to 
be beneath his dignity, an example 
which was followed by bis succès 
sors, who did not even think it 
worth while to protest when, neatly 
200 years later, the duke-dom of 
Montrose was conferred upon the 
head of the house of Gjraham,

hundred yards distant from the 
mausoleum. The reason for the 
ghoulish theft, as well as the 
circumstances of the recovery of the 
body and the failure to punish the 
real instigators of the crime, have 
all remained shrouded in mystery to 
this day. But Lord Crawford 
became imbued with such an aver­
sion to Dun Echt after this that, 
leaving the place shut up for a 
number of years, he finally sold it 
and now makes his principal home 
at Haig hall, near Wigan.

The superb astronomicol instru­
ments which were a feature of Dan 
Eobt, and which earned for it ob­
servatory a name throughout Europe 
and America, have been presented 
by him the new Bryal Suotoh 
observatory, near Edinburgh, with 
which he has endowed his native 
kingdom, while his splendid 
astronomical library, second only to 
that of the imperial observatory at 
S . Petersburg, has also been pre­
sented to the Scottish people- 
Marquise de Fontenoy.
