United States Despatches Warships
to the Central American
Republic

Washington, D. C., May 29.—The
dispatch of the Prairie warship to-
day from Philadelphia to the scene of
the fighting in Nicaraguh, is a furth-
er demonstration of the intention of
the United States to tighten its grasp
on the affaire of the Central Ameri-
can republic. The Prairie will taka
from Colon to Bluefields about 300
marines from the camps in Panama.
For the sooner dispatch of assistance
to the American forces at Bluefields,
however, 200 marines will proceed =%
once from Colon ,on this side of the
Isthums, to Bluefields on the Du-
bugue.

THINKS THE EMBARGO
MAY SOON BE REMOVED

Canadian Trade Commissioner in. Bel-
fast Has Hopes of Barrier Being
Abolished—Says That 'a Fast-Grow-
ing ' Feeling: is Rising in Ireland
Against It.

Ottawa, May 31—According to a re-
port received from the department of
trade and commerce, from a Canadian
trade commissioner, F. A. C. Bicker-

dike, of Belfast, there is' a probability
of an early remowal of the British em-
bargo against ‘Canadian cattle. Mr.
Bickerdike reports that there is a grow-
ing feeling in' Ireland that the em-
bargo cannot be much longer main-
tained, and that cattle dealers in Bel-
fast and Dublin are already consider-
ing the guestion of meeting the conse-
quent inereased competition from Can-
ada by going into the dead meat trade.

For years Canadian meat has en-
deavored to have the embargo remov-
wed-and-it-bas beedbvor and-over ug i
conclusively demonstrated to the im-
perial authorities that the ostensible
reason for ifs continuance, namely, the
danger of infection to British herds
from-the presence of disease Canadian
cattle, is not justifiable, inasmuch as
Canadian cattle are, and have been
for years, free from infeciious disease.

It has been tacitly admitted by the
British government that the real rea-
son for the continuance of the embargo
is the desire to pretect the home cattle
industry against Canadian and Ameri-
can competition. The increasing price
of meats to British consumets is now
operating to secure the removal of the
embargo. Ii, as seems likely, from Mr.
Bickerdike’s report, the embargo is
lifted in the case of Canadian cattle,
exporters -in this country will be
placed on a much superior footing 't
cattle raisérs in the United States, in
being able to fatten cattle after land-
ing in Great Britain,

Another significant statement is
made in a report received by the trade
and commerce department yesterday,
from trade Commissioner Musson, of
Hull and Leeds. He sfates that he
made inguiries respecting openings for
British goods-in Canada and that they
are becoming much more numerous,
and British firms are evidently waking
up to the possibilities of the Canadian
market, and are preparing to exploit
it much more energetically than, has
bren the case in the past. Hitherto
American firms have shown much
more business acument and energy
in capturing Canadian trade, with the
result that imports from the States
have increased much more rapidly
than imports from the mother country.

" Boat Struck by Lightning.

New York, May 30—From the great
mass of black elouds which swept
across the Hudson river this morning,
a bolt of lightning struck a boating
party of thirteen, near Hastings, N.Y.,
killing one and severely burning two
others.

FIENDISH MURDER
IN LOUISVILLE,KY.

Eight-Year-Old Alma Kelner Dis-
appeared in December Last
After Attending Mass

Louisville, Ky., May 30.—Mrs. Lena
Wendling, wife of Jos. Wendling, was
arrested at 10 o’clock tonight charged
with being an accessory to the murder
of eight-year Alma Kelner, whose dead
body was found today in the eellar of
8t. John’s - Parochial school, five
blocks from the home of her parents.
Mr. and Mrs: Fred F. Kelner. Wend-
ling was janitor of the St. John’s Ro-
man  Catholic. church, when Alma

Kelner disappeared from her home on
the morning of December 8, 1909.

The child left home early in the
morning to attend mass. An examin-
ation of the body today showed that
the child had come to death at the
hands of a fiendish murderer, who had
taken the body into the ecellar through
a trap door, after wrapping it up in
the carpet. Almost every bone in the
body had been broken as well as the
head. Part of the skull and limbs had
been scarred as though they had come
into contact with fire and there were
evidences of quick lime having been
applied to the body.

The finding of the body of the little
gir] closes the first link of the mys-
tery. The second link is to find the
murderer. “ Joseph Wendling, the sus-
pected janitor, is 27 years old. He
disappearéd from this city on January
14th. His wife is housemaid for
Father George Schuhmann, pastor of
St. John’s church. The body was
wrapped in a piece of carpet which is
said to have belonged to the Wend-
ling’s. 'The 'police have found cloth-
ing of the Wendlinis which they he-
lieved is blood stained. The body. is
badly decomposed, but the identifi-
cation is 'said to be complete although
a microscope and chemical examina-
tion will 'be made- of the clothing.

The body was found by Richard B.
Sweet, a plumber, who was pumping
water out of the cellar. The ground
underneath the body had been scooped
out to a depth of six inches, making
a shallow grave. Frank Fehr, a
wealthy relative of the girl, has also
been notified by the police and was
among the first to arrive on the scene,
and- he -said first that it was Alma’s

y.

“$he father of ‘the girl was W Nis
office. when he regeived the message
to go to the school, but out of pity
nothing was said to him at the time.
The mother bore wup . bravely. Dr.
Ellison, the coroner, completed his
examination of the remains this after-
noon.

All of the ribs were broken, the
right foot was separated from the body
and was found in a shoe which lay
alongside. The left foot was missing.
The lower bones of the right leg were
broken about half way down from the
knee. But the thigh bones were in
tact. The back of the head was miss-
ing entirely. The body was in such
a frightful condition that the coroner
was unable to determine .what was
due to decay and what was the work
of the murderer. The body was nude,
with the exception of the shoes.

BURNED TO DEATH.

Chinaman Fatally Burned
York Tenement Fire.

New York, N.Y., May 30.—China-
town was just sinking-to sleep this
morning when its denizens were
aroused by cries of fire and the
scurrying of many feet through the
dingy narrow streets. - Patrolman
Bullivan, of the Elizabeth street sta-
tion, passing through Doyer street,
had discovered flames bursting from
the windows of a restanrant at Nos.
15-17, on the ground floor of a six-
storey tenement, in which 200 Chin-
ese were housed: Three Chinamen
were burned and one died in the Hud-
son street hospital later.

HE IS AMAZED AT
CANADA’S GROWTH

Ald. H. W. Twiggs Chairman of
Bristol Docks Committee Guest
of Board of Trade.

Edmonton was honored Tuesday by a
visit from..Alderman H. W. Twiggs,
J.P., chairman of the Bristol docks
committee, who control .the largest
municipal system of docks in tane
world. Mr. Twiggs is accompanied
by Athur Hawkes, chief publicity
agent for the Canadian Northern. They
came in this morning. over the Cana-
dian Northern and return. east by the
same route. ™ Messrs. Twiggs @ and
Hawkes were the guests of the: Board
of Trade apd were shown the city by
motor car. The Bristol alderman
this afternoon addressed the Canadian
Club, speaking on what he had learnt
in ‘Canada. Frank T. Bullen; ‘whe
was to have accompanied the visitors,
was delayed and will not be here for
a day or two.

To the Bulletin Tuesday Aldax-
man Twiggs gave an interesting sketch
of the development of the Bristol
docks and also told his impressions of
Canada and his peaple.

Reason of Trip.

The reason of his visit to Canada is
largely because of the selection of the
Bristol docks as the English terminus
of the Camadian Northern Royal Line
of steamships. © The committee of the
municipal council who have control of
the docke asked him to represent them
on the initial trip of the C.N. steam-
ship Royal Edward and take a trip
over Canada on their behali. He is
also looking into the possibilities for
commercial development between . his
home port and Canada.

“There is a sentimental reason Jjor
this, as well as a purely business
one,” said the alderman to the Bulle-
tin, “for it was from Bristol 400 years
ago that (Cabot sailed on his -voyage
of discovery of the North American
continent.

Now Big Trade.

“Bristol is already ‘an important
point for the freight steamers of the
C.P.R. and the Dominion ‘Steamship
Company, but the C.N.R. Royal Line
is the first to utilize the port for trans-
Atlantic passenger business.”

Speaking of the Bristol docks, Ald-
erman Twiggs said they have been
erected ot a cost of thirty million dol-
lars. The latest is the King Edward
dock. which-was gpened*a year and
mine months ago by the King,  who
gave personal permission for it to be
named after him. It is now wvery
gratifying to Bristol people to have a
trans-Atlantic ship of the same name
use that port for a terminus.

The Royal Edward dock .cost $15.-
000,000 and ie capable of docking 1ihe
dargest ships yet constructed or con-
templated. It has an entrance-lock
876 feet by 100 feet, and it is equipped
throughout in the most modem
fashion.

“The story of how those docks were
acquired by the municipality is a long
one,” said the Bristol visitor. Tt
arose sixty years ago from the exhorbi-
tant rates charged by private com-
panies, which meant that we were not
getting our share of trade. The city
then took hold of the.enterprise for
the benefit of all the people.”

Amazed at Canada. .
Speaking of what he has seen. of this
his first trip to Canada, Alderman
Twiggs says he is amazed at the com-
mercial activity and great possibilities
of development, despite what he al-
ready had heard of the ~ Dominion.
{“The land under cultivation has been
a revelation to me. I anticipated big
things, but they are beyond all my ex-
pectations.”

He was greatly impressed with the
display of farm products, as well as
manufactured articles, at the Board
of Trade rooms, and though they were
an excellent advertisement of the cap-
abilities of the country.

While in Toronto, Alderman Twiggs
was met by a body of Bristol men, and
he gathered that there was a Bristol
Association there.

An Immigration Scheme.

Similar associations of old country
people in other place, he thought,
would be a good colonizing -medium.
He would suggest that they send their
names and the places from which they
came, back to the old country, where
the addresses would be available for
intending immigrants. This  would
give those contemplating coming to
Canada the feeling that they had
friends from their homes ahead of
them in the new land.
