MEMBER FOR PEACE RIVER AT-

" CHARGES BEFORE HOUSE

An attempt to bring before the leg-
islature the charges made against W.
H, Cushing- was made yesterday
by J. K. Cornwall. The desired ob-
ject was not attained however though
a full page attack upon the ex-min-
ister published in an Edmonton paper
now lies on the table of the House,
where it was placed by the member
for Peace Rliver.

Immediately after prayers Mr.Corn-
wall rose to a question of privilege
and those who were anticipating a
sensation crowded into the-chamber.
He called the attention of the mem-
bers to the article which;, he.said he
would place on the table. He quoted
section 44 of chapter two of the Elec-
tion gct of 1909, which provided that
the assembly should have all the
rights of a court for the purpose of
inquiring into and punishing assaults,
insults and. libels upon the members
while in session. “‘This article is true
of it is not true,” “he said, “and the
House would like to know.”

Mr. Cushing was absent. from the
legislature: at the time, not having ar-
rived in the building.

Looked Like Trouble.

It looked as if another embroglio
might be precipitated’ and the mem-
bers for a moment waited in silence.
But Premier Sifton quelled the threat-
ened. disturbance. .

Rising in his place he remarked:—

“I think it s hardiy consistent with
the dignity of this House to take any
action with regard to anonymous
communications.” . {

With thls the matter drepped and
the House proceeded to other busi-
ness.

The House was in committee of the
whole for most of the afterndon and
business was rushed ahead gso fast
that the order paper was cleared off
before the hour for adjournment came
and no evening session was necessary.
It now appears that there is nothing
in the way of prorogation before the
Christmas holidays.

Life Insurance Bill Killed.

The only bill that brought out any
extended discussion was the one to
incorporate the Northwest Life Insur-
ance Co. This was promoted by J.
R, Boyle, but it was killed when it
came up for the second reading. A
large majority of the members held
the opinion that it would be unwise
to give powers to a life insurance
company when there was no machin-
ery for_ its control.

Mr. Boyle, in moving the second
reading, said he was not in favor of!
incorporating life and fire insurance
companies when they were not un-
der government control. At the pre-!
sent time the companies can do busi-
ness by getting permission to operutel
by incorpordtion or under the For-
eign Companies Ordinance. He
thought all these companies should be |
brought under a federal act. At
present the province has no control
over companies outside the province.]
In order to protect the province in
this act he said a clause was insert-
ed whereby the company could not do |
business until it complied with the
Dominion regulations.

Bennett Approves.

R. B. Bennett expressed the opin-
ion that registration in the province
under the Foreign Companies Ordin-
ance did not give the province con-
trel. He thought that every safa-
guard should be given the publlc'
where small companies were incor-]
porated. In view of the statement byi
the member for Sturgeon that a clause
was inserted that the company could

not commence business  till it had,

complied ‘with the Dominion regula-
tions he had no objection to the bill
being passed.

Malcolm McKenzie expressed him-
self as opposed to incorporating sny
insurance companies by the province
until there was machinery to regulate
them and protect the province. This
bill, could have gome, to the .federal
parliament for incorporation without

any hardship. He would oppose the !

Premier- Sifton then expressed an
opinion which prevailed with the ma-
jority of the House. He said, speak-
ing personally, and not for the gov-’
ernment, he was opposed to the bill.
The company had been refused regis-
tration under the Foreign Companies
Ordinance. He would oppose all
similar bills for life insurance. Fire

“ insurance charters were on a differ-
ent basis because fire policies expired
shortly while Jife insurance policies
lasted for years.

The bill was defeated on its motion
for second reading.

For Agricultural Societies.

An act to amend the Act respecting
Agricultural Societies was introduced
by Hon. Mr. Marshall and given a
first reading. It provides for amend-
ments made necessary owing to the
increase in the number of these so-
cieties. It will come up for second
reading on Friday.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Marshall
bilis to amend the Noxious Weeds act
and the Act respecting the Manufac+
ture of Butter and Cheese were given
second readings. They will. be con-
sidered in committe of the whole v0-
day. Thes prineipal amendment in
the former provides the word ‘“ten”
shall be changed to “five” in specify-
ing the days after the inspector re-
ports before weeds must be removed.

Superintendent A. MoLewca Presents
Annual Report of Waterworks
Department, Showing Work Done
and Cost of Construction and
Maintenance.

The annual report of the Water-
works Department for the year ending
October 31st, 1910, was submitted to
the city commissioners Friday
by Superintendent A. McLean, and
was considered at the regular
meeting . of the board.

The report shows a total capital ex-

penditure of $56,114.61.
As well as carrying on the work of
the department, considerable work
was done by the waterworks depart-
ment for outsiders, as well as for the
different departments, such as Health,
Street Railway, Engineer’s and Power
House. Cellars have been pumped,
sewers flushed, and skating rinks
flooded.

The waterworks office has been re-
modelled during the year, so as to
give better accommodation to the
public.

Inspections have been made of all
houses in tha city, and the following
is a list of the number of defective
fixtures found and ordered to be re-
paired: Toilets 184, taps 171, baths
32, stand pipes 9, total 396.

The superintendent suggests that
the question of repairs to the sedi-
mentation® basin of the filter system
be taken up at once, and that work
be commenced on it at the first of the
year.
