Supporters of Deposed King of Port-
ugal Determined to Effect His :
Restoration ;

London, March 16.—The  Pall
Mall Gazeite says it understands that
4 strgng movement is on foot to re-
store Manuel to the throne of Portu-
wal, The supporters of the meve-
ment hope to -effect the restoration

1xm:u:cl'nlly, but are determined to

make the attempt when they con-
sider the moment ripe to begin the
movement. Nothing, the paper says,
wiil “happen until aiter the Portu-
guese elections next anenth, but
there are signs- that a volcano may
burst foerth any moment. Paris and
l.ondon, according to the story, have
been centres of secret activity for the
Tortuguese monarchical party. "There
have ‘been meetings of Manuel's ad-
herents in both cities during the past
week. At two of these meetings,
those present pledged themselves to|
support an attempt to Trestore the
monarchy, }

The Reépublican = government of |
Portugal, the Pall Mall Gazette says,I
has been informed of these meetings,
but the view expressed officially is
that the government js so firmly es-
tablished that no plot which is likely,
to be successiul can rely on _the;
support of the army and navy, which
pluced the present 2authorities in'
power. The adherents of Manuel,’
however, express the belief that the
army and navy could easily be
swayed. It is asserted also that
Manuel has a powerful following, not
only among noble Portuguese fami-
lies. but among the peasantry, which
is largely under the influence of the
Roman Catholics. It has been sup-
posed in some quarters, gays the
newspaper, that the monarchial party
is hampered by lack of sufficient
funds for so great a movement, but
if funds are lacking there are those
in Brazil who are ready to come to
the aid of the adherents of Manuel.

In reference to the foregoing, a
despatch from Lisbon today repcerts
the arrest of Dr. Arthur Viega
Faria, on his arrival aboard
steamship Arago, from Brazil. He,
it is alleged, is the representative of
the plotters. at Rio de Janeiro, and
was going to Vigo to get others con-
nected with the affair. It is report-
ed that important documents were
seized, and that they confirmed the
existence of a widespread conspiracy
for the overthrowing of the republic.
The chief centres of the conspiracy
are said to be at London and at
Vigo. It is alleged to be the inten-
tion of the conspirators to assassinate
the present ministers and re-establish
{he monarchy.
