! is now approaching the valley of the 
, Marne, the nearest approach to that 
, avenue toward Paris being at the vil- 
i lage of Vessily which lies at the ex­
treme apex of the enemy wedge, and 
Is about seven miles from the river. 
In 1914 the Germans advanced over 
a front extending from Braisne just 
east of Boissons to Vauquols a little 
west of Verdun. After having reach­
ed the Marne the enemy turned the 
force of their advance towards the 
west and they may be expected to re­
peat their tactics of four years ago. 
The reserves at the command of Gen.

! Foch are now coming into action on 
the ground chosen for the combat by 
that master strategist and it is possi­
ble that a blow of tremendous pro­
portions may be struck somewhere 
along the front of the German wave, 
or on its western side which seems 
to be open to attack which might 
crumble up the German armies to the 
east of Boissons. The Americans who

OUTNUMBERED FITE TO ONE.
FRENCH ARMY HEADQUARTERS, 

May 99, (Via Renter's Ottawa Aeeu- 
ey.)—The mast encouraging feature 
Of the situation to-night is tiiat dur­
ing the past 24 hours the enemy’s rate 
of advance has been very appreciably 
slackened. It is encountering great 
difficulties. The enemy after taking 
Boissons, Aroy and at. Restitue, au 
average distance of two miles of his 
left. The British were forced hack in 
an angle of the Aisne, Vesle and Oise 
Canal. The enemy now surrounds 
Rhejms on three sides frontally. The 
Germans continue to push in the di­
rection of Fere-en-Tardenois, and are 
at grips with ' the French on the 
heights south of the River Valle. Our 
reserves are beginning to arrive on 
the battlefields. The Germans at pre­
sent have a superiority in men of five 
to one. It to calculated they have 
engaged forty divisions and have an­
other forty in reserve. It is quite pos­
sible they may strike another sudden 
blow in the direction of Amiens or 
Dunkirk.
