greatly in length, being 5,600 feet (1}
miles,) but it rests upon 24 piers, and its
spans aré mainly only 275 feet. The
Roebling Suspension Bridge at Niagara
spans 821 feet, and is 245 feet above the
water. The East River Bridge, between
New York and Brooklyn (Roebling suspen~
sion) will, when completed, span 1,600
feet, at a height midway, of 130 feet.
