clearly worded to prevent it. IHe asked
for the insertion of a eclause providing
that tha United States shall never have
the right to claim any remission of duties
not accorded to British commerce. Lord
Derby thus replied at length. He
said “1 do not know that we ever
received a deputation in ° whose
views we so entirely concur. Your
case is in substance acceeded to. Abso-
lutely and entirely we agree with you
on the man point, that in every nego-
tiation of this kind it is the duty of the
Government to see that English trade
and commerce are not placed at disad-
vantage as compared with those of for-
eign countries. We should fail most
grossly in our duty, if for any consider-
ation whatever we allowed the imposi-
tion of a differential duty against our
own manufactures, - That never was our
intention. There is nothing in the pro-
posed Treaty, as we understand it, lead-
ing to that conclusion. I learn that ap-
prehensions are entertained on the sub-
ject. With some surprise as regards the
difficulty of defining the articles men-
tioned in the schedule with suffieient
clearness, something must be allowed for
the good sense and faith of the two Gov-
ernments charged with the interpretation
of the Treaty. As for the danger of
creating bad feeling between England
and Canada if any provisions unfavor-
able to British trade are inserted in the
Treaty,]am firmly convinced no such pro-
visions exist, and I agree that did they
exist, they would have created bad feel-
ing.” There is another side to the ques-
tion. While protecting British trade we
are bound to look at the peculiar posi-
tion of Canada in her relations to the
United States ; we are bound to place no
unnecessary obstacles in the way of the
freest commercial relations between these
countries. If for any supposed interest
of our own, we objected to a Treaty es-
tablishing such freedom, it is perféctly
clear that diseontent among loyal Cana-
dians would result, though attached to
the Imperial Government, who, I believe,
immensely preponderate, would lend
strength to the party which looks for-
ward to annexation to the United States.
I apprehend that the views of those whe
suppose that this Treaty establishes dif-
ferential duties in favor of America, is,
that the duties on American goods were
to be diminished at once, whereas the
duties on the same claes of English goods
were only to be reduced in a series of
ears. You say there is no guarantee of
this in the Treaty. The reason is, that
the commercial rclations of England and
Canada cannot be dealt with in a Treaty
with a foreign power. They are rela-
tions of a purely domestic character. If
any Canadian Parliament were hereafter
to seek to impose differential duties, the

Terrible Storm in Alahama,
The following particulars of a disas-
trous storm at Tuscumbia, Ala., have
been received : A terrible storm oceur-
red here on the evening of Sunday the
22nd, destroying one-third of the resi-
dences, killing twelve persons and injur-
ing many others. Mrs. Wm. Winston,
mother of the late Gov. Winston ; the
wife and two children of the E.n, John
B. Moore, Senator from this District ; F.
D. Hodgkins, Esq., editor of The Chron-
icle, and his wife and four children, were
killed. The Catholic Church, Dishler
Female Institute, recently finished, many
of the finest residences, both of the flour-
ing mills, and the most substantial brick
dwelling in the town were destroyed.
Many poor families are without howes.
A bridge on the Memphis and Charleston
Railroad, near the town, was destroyed.
The eastern-bound train was precipitated
into Spring Creek. Fortunately no one
was killed. The engineér was badly
burned. Several days will elapse before
trains will run through. The Mayor ap-
peals for help in the following terms :
“Nearly half of our town is in ruins;
twelve persons have been killed and
many wounded, A large number of
families are entirely destitute. The tor-
nado came from the south-west, passing
to the north-east. Unless immediate
aid can be extended to us much suffering
will be the resnlt. We appeal to the
charity of the Christian public in behalf
of the unfortunate.”

A “little” fool was one who
simply did not cultivate this taculty of
reasoning and uunderstanding: but a
“big" fool was one who culiivated it
only to do bad or wicked deeds. If the
lower animals from the ant upwards
stored up food for the winter, surely wo
who wonld some day be old ought to
store our minds with good ideas, and
even while we are doing this the pleasure
was continual, just as if we were in a
never-ending museum. He took oc-
casion to impress the fact that they
should cultivate the reason and tho
heart together.
