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Forced Séven Hundred Sailed 
for Santo Domingo Friday 

to Open Customs

Action Is Taken by Taft on 
Showing of interference 

With Revenues^ *
Washington, Sept. 29.—A force ot 75» 

American marines under Col. F. J 
Moses sailed from Philadelphia on Fri­
day on the transport Prairie for Santo 
Domingo to compbl the reopening qf 
Dominican custom-houses, closed by 
Haytien revolutionists.

Authority for this step was given 
by President Taft after a conference 
with Acting Secretary of the Navy 
Wlnthrop between Washington and 
New York in the prit ate car on which 
the president was returning to Bever­
ly. Acting Secretary of State Wilson 
and William T. S. Doyle, chief of the 
Latln-Amerioan division of the state 
department, had advised ;he president 
of the necessity for Immediate action 
in Santo Domingo.

Special Commissioners Going 
, with the American marines went 
Brig. Gen. McIntyre, chief of the army 
Insular bureau and Mr- Doyle. as spe­
cial commissioners to investigate con­
ditions in Santo Domingo, particularly 
on the border between that country 
and Hayti, where the revolutionists 
have been most active, The Prairie 
will arrive at the island about October 
3. Under the treaty of 1967 between 
the United States and the Dominican 
republic, the United States Is responsi­
ble for the c Ollection and distribution 
of Santo Domingos customs. Hereto­
fore thld has been accomplished peace­
fully, hdt rebels operating from Hayti 
have closed all four of the border cus­
toms ports.

Resistance Net Expected
Whatever force necessary will be 

used by the marines to reopen tjie 
ports and continue tSiielr operation 
Officials here believe that when made 
aware of the determination of the 
United States, the rebels will offer no 
resistance, and that it may be unneces­
sary to disembark the marines. But 
If there should be any sign of re 
sletance the force will land on 'the 
north and south coasts and march dl 
rectly Inland to the customs houses.

Besides the marines who will go on 
the Prairie, perhaps 150 bluejackets 
and marines may be taken from the 
gunboat Wheeling, .now in Dominican 
waters, and It Is said at the navy de­
partment that more naval vessels will 
be sent to Dominican waters at any 
moment the state department desires.

HEAVY SNOWSTORMS IN TH

Minneapolis, sApt. 2*.—Snow storm! 
are sweeping .portions. nf-North Dakota 
and Minnesota, according to advices 
received here today.

)uke is Greeted by Tslmpsean 
ndians and Holds Pow Wow 
With Nimkish Chieftains

Nanaimo, É, C„ Sept. 27.—Since the 
departure of "the Princess Alice from 
Prince Rupert «t daybreak on Wed­
nesday with the governor general’s 
party on board, perfect weather has 
attended the cruise, which -has been as 
far northward as the Alaskan bound­
ary, the only stops made being at 
Port Simpeon and Alert Bay. The 
marvelous scenery of the wide inlets 
of the Pacific traversed in the cruise 
lias been seen at it» best. The two 
stops afforded a Striking contrast to 
Indian development. At Port Stmp- 
eon the Tslmpsean Indians live in well 
blult, well furnished houses, wear 
modern- clothes, and ere eager for the 
education furnished by the excellent 
school provided by the 'Methodist mis­
sion. A chorus of neatly dressed In­
dian girls sang the "Te Deum," and a 
uniformed band' discoursed good music 
from instruments which the tribe pur­
chased at a cost of 33,000. In contrast 

Itlh the Tslmpsean- -tribe, the Xlm- 
kksh Indians at Alert Bay. with whose 
chiefs the Duke- of Connaught held a 
pow-wow yesterday afternoon, danc­
ed their old dances, with their old bar­
baric singing and the pounding of 
tom-toms, the chiefs clothed In bar- 
Ijaric splendor and wearing head 
dresses adorned with eagle feathers 
and ermine skins and surmounted by 
animals’ Heads carved after the fash­
ion of totem poles. Their royal high­
nesses have quite a collection of pres­
ents from the Indians as souvenirs of 
-the cruise, including one of a head 
dress presented to the duke by a Nim­
kish chief.

As the Prince* Alice approached 
the wharf here «toe wa® welcomed by 

gaily decorated fleet of small craft. 
The school children, arranged so as 
to form a living Union Jack, sang "God 
Save tlhe King" and "The Maple Leaf.” 
On lending their royal- highnesses pro­
ceeded to the court house, where In 
reply to the civic address of welcome 
rea-d by Mayor Shaw, the governor 
general replied.

Duke in Victoria
Victoria, B. C.. Sept. 27.—With the 

royal salute booming out across the 
-niter from Work Point, tlhe Princess 

Alice, flying- the Duke of Connaught's 
royal standard at the maim entered 
the harbor this afternoon, the governor 
general In his field marshal’s uniform, 
the dudhese and Princess Patricia and 
the staff standing on the deck and 
viewing the decorations of the shipping

ILandbn, Sept. 28.—Some peculiar 
privileges are granted to London offi­
ciate by law or custom. There are 
certain institution» which cannot be 
interfered with. They have survived 
for cenfurk-s. Traditions cluster round 
them, and the bold* reformer haa no 
chance with them.' Nowhere are cus­
toms and privileges which have an­
cient sanction more jealously guarded 
than to the city of London, and none 
ding to their privileges more -ten­
aciously titan the liverymen. These 
privileged citizens, of whom there are 
about 7,006, have a great deal to d-o 
with the election of the lord mayor 
and sheriffs.

The Watermen’s and Lightermen’s 
company cling tenaciously to their 
privilege, embodied in a charter 
granted to them a* a time when royal 
progresse» were made Jn barges, of 
Issuing certificates to those who had 
qualified" as watermen "It vfas 'con­
tended that they had abused their 
-monopoly ; yiait In. thiritr zeal for trade- 
union solidarity they did hot scruple 
to hold up the commerce of the -river, 
and the corporation suffered.

Lord Mayor Receives Deer
The Lord Mayor Is not the only per­

son who has the privilege ot receiving 
bucks and doe» from the royal forests. 
This was at one time the right of the 
Speaker of the House of Commons. 
In addition to venison, broadcloth was 
among the emoluments. His privilege 
today is the greatest which falls to 
any commoner, for he can communi­
cate* direct with the crown, either by 
bearing an address or at the bar ot, 
the House of Lords when the sovereign 
is present. Time was when no address 
was necessary, when the - Speaker 
could converse with the sovereign free­
ly. But the privilege was abused by

Sir Arnold Savage in the time of 
Henry VI. This Speaker addressed the 
King so frequently, and his speeches 
were so voluble, that hte Majesty lost 
patience. It was then that the order 
went forth that all requests from the 
commons should henceforward be put 
In writing.

Claim Exemption from Arrest
Members of parliament are not with­

out their special privileges. They vie 
with the liverymen in upholding them. 
They claim exemption from arrest on 
civil process during the parliamentary 
session or for a period of 40 days be­
fore and after. Members of the house 
of lords also have this right, and peer­
esses may put forward the claim. But 
the most novel privilege is claimed bv 
Lord! Forester, who has -to hie posses­
sion a grant of the time of Henry VIII. 
“giving to John Forester, Esq., of Wal­
ling street, county Salop, the privilege 
of wearing hie hat In the royal pres­
ence."

Several noblemen today make ac­
knowledgment of the privilege» given 
to their ancestors, which they enjoy 
In the shape of rent service. Ip some 
oases the rent services were of a singu­

lar character. For the privilege of 
holding Strathfieldsaye the Duke of 
Wellington presents a flag to the sov­
ereign every year, and he holds the 
«state on this condition. The flag is 
displayed at Windsor Castle. For 
holding Blenheim the Duke of Marl­
borough performs a similar service. 
This privilege dates from the time 
when the lands belonged to the sov­
ereign, who made grants to his noble», 
who to return had to render service, 
which often took the form of provid­
ing men for the defense of the country.

Probably the most peculiar form of 
rent service is rendered by Sir George 
Clerk, a Scottish baronet. The condi­
tion attached to holding land In the 
neighbourhood of Edinburgh Is that he 
sits on a particular rock and blows 
three blasts from a horn should the 
king go to hunt at Penicuik.

Bank of England Guarded
No other financial establishment 

possesses the privilege accorded the 
Bank of England—that of -being guard­
ed after 6 o’clock In the evening by a 
band of about 40 soldiers, whose duty 
It is to visit the vault and the various 
rooms at Intervals. The leader of the

guard hae certain privileges. Meals 
and steeping accommodations are pro­
vided for him, and he may Invite one 
guest to dinner, who must take his de­
parture before midnight The bank is 
patrolled with systematic regularity 
until daybreak.

Certain privileges of guarding the 
royal theatres have been dispensed 
with. The royal moll van, which no 
man- can stop, can force its way- 
through the crowd on Lord Mayor's 
day.

There are occasions, too, when a 
cabinet minister’s carriage is privi­
leged.
