Raising City Seveniecen Feet

The re-establishment of the city of
Galveston, which was partly destroyed
by a hurricane in 1900, is described by C.
Arthur Williams. in The World Today.
He writes:

“The raising of the grade is intended
to furnish a solid backing for the sea
wall, to prevent water reaching a depth
in the city dangerous to life and proper-
ty, and to afford sufficient elevation for
drainage and sewerage from that part
of the town lying along the gulf. he
plan of the contractors, while novel, has
been declared — feasible by eminent en-
gineers. A canal is being constructed
parailel to the sea wall right of way on
the island, side as the work pregresses,
and material for the filling is brought up
his waterway from Galveston Bay and
rom the deep water channel between
the jetties built by the Federal Goverm-
ment some ¥éars ago. ‘Operations are
carried on by self-loading and self-pro-
pelling dredges, - which, after loading,
come .up the canal, stop at designated
points, and discharge their cargoes
through pipes extending down  the adja-
cent streets and avenues. The earth
taken out of the canal as it progresses
is .placed on the sea wall right of way,
so that it may be used to refill the ex-
cavation after the work is finished. and
there is no longer any use for the water-
way. When there are houses where the
canal is being cut through, the contract-
ors are required to move them to sites,
provided by the city, rent free, and later
to return them to their original locations.
The city leases 'the vacated premises from
their owners in the meantime, paying
nothing in the -way of rental, however,
except the taxes for the periods covered
by the leases.”
