Twenty Beautiful Circassians Now Numbered in Abdul Hamid’s
Harem—Is Kept Close Prisoner and Knows Nothing of
the Outside World.

Ever since the war in Tripoll be-
gan Abdul Hamnld, the deposed Sultan
of Turkey, has been so closely guard-
ed by the young Turks that it is be-
lieved that he has no idea what |is
happening outside the little world
about him.
Before that he was often seen driv-
ing near the Villa Alladina, but now
he ig not permitted to leave the
grounds. All  his communications
pass through censorship of a specially
chosen emissary of the voung Turks,
who with a guard of twenty men has
taken up his residence there
Increase Prisoner's Harem.
But there are diversions in plenty
for the old man. Four new Circassian
slaves have been added to the harem
within the last few days. Twenty of
these beautiful women now surround
him, all presented to him by the young
Turks since the war began. They
cost a great deal of money, which the
voung Tur ould ill afford to pay,
and it was nst  their professed
principle of “one man, one wife.”
But it was deemed the part of wisdom
to keep Abdul's mind free fromn mat-
ers of state.
When not in his harem the former
sultan amuses himself with carpen-
ter work or discusses food with his
cook. His interest in good things to
eat is as great ag ever, and daily he
makes a list of dainties Le desires.

He still hated hig jailer, Rassi Bey,
who answers for Abdul's safety with
his lfe. However, he has made
friends with Atuf Bey, the physician
assigned to guard his physical wel-
fare.
