Daniel Swamidos, Y.M.C.A.
Worker, Explains Conditions
In the East.

‘TELLS BANK SYSTEM

Idealist and of High
Virtue He

Avers.

Daniel Swamidos, national rural
_Secretary of the Young Men’s Chris-
tian association in India, who togeth-
er with Manuel and Gnanasundaram,
and under the auspices of the YMoC.
A. Inaugurated the rural credit banks
" and started the rural work of the As-
» soclation among the depressed Chris-
tians in the Malabar, Cuddapah and
Coimbatore districts, spoke to the
people of London three times yester-
day on behalf of the work in the
- Indian field.

In the morning at New St. James’,
“in the afternoon in the Y.M.C.A. and
. in the evening in the First Methodist

church, Mr. Swamidos outlined the
' scope of the association's work, the
tremendous need there was for ma-
terial and spiritual help and of the
poignant echo of the cry of the man
of Macedonia “Come over and help
‘us.” Speaking in the afternoon at
,'the Y.M.C.A. he said: “The establish-
. ment of the rural banks in the coun-
try villages is handicapped by a mul-
titude of facts and theories—facts of
poverty and disease and dirt, and
- theories of old-fashioned conserva-
tism which believes in the eternal fit-
ness of all ways and means of life
that the older generations found
‘successful. .

“The population of India which is
directly dependent upon the soil for
its Jivelihood numbers over 190,000,-
000. The great problems of India lie
in the villages, and in this part of

: the work the agricultural depart-
ment of the government give un-
stinted help.

“No attempt is made,” he said, “to
institute modern methods of agricul-
ture nor does the association seek to
introduce modern machinery; the
people are too conservative and poor
for that. But it can and does make
inexpensive improvements in the
tools they now have, and it can give
them some simple lessons in seed
selection, crop rotation, and in the
better use of the lands and water at
their command. The association also
helps them to find better markets for

their produce, or, by the help of loans
from the credit bank, enables them
to hold their produce for a more fav-
orable market, and thus increase
their slender incomes.

Greedy Money Lenders.
“The money lender in India has a

gready and tremendously tenacious
grip on many of the villagers, they
are usurers in the most real sense,
and the association has often by free-

ing men from these economic pests
formed staunch friends and support-
ers of the rural banks, very often be-
coming later on members of the
board of directors. “The Y. M. C. A.,
said the speaker, does not stop with
rendering this economic help. “We
are trying to reduce illiteracy by the
encouragement of education; by the
introduction of better sanitation we
are helping to reduce the mortality
rate; through the encouragement of
godliness we are trying to reduce dis-
honesty and drunkenness and im-
morality. and with a few more work-
ers we could undertake service for
the boys and girls. Education is in-
creasing and many of the banks are
able to conduct all their affairs in a
very businesslike way.

“Night schools are opened, and
every man who is a co-operative mem-
ber must attend or else he cannot
secure loans. After one year's study
the scholars are presented for g0V-
ernment examination, and eighteen
out of twenty come through success-
fully.

“The rural secretary, once in the
cutlying village, makes a thorough ex-
amination of the state of the finances
of the village and by persuasion and
salesmanship gets the banks on its
fect, and the village on its way to
financial independenca The headmen
in the village become directors in the
new bank, which is very soon the
centre of community life and they
exert a powarful influence for good,
by the right use of the control of the
money in the bank.”

Fined 20 Cents.

As an instance of this, Mr. Swami-
dos spoke of a certain investor in one
ot these rural banks who yielded to a
too-common failing in India today
(the use of intoxicants). A meeting
of the Board of Directors of the
Banks was called to deal with this
offance, wondering whether the recal-
citrant member should be expelled
from the benefits of the board, and
after a long session from ten at
night to two o'clock in the morning
eventually fined him the equivalent
of twenty cents, a.considerable sum
in a land where a man may work
hard for two dollars a month,

“The sanitary condition of these
towns he described as ‘horrible’ in
many cases. Hygiene is conspicuous
by its absence, and one often finds a
large central pool or pond in the vil-
lage from which washing and cooking
water is drawn, in which animals
and children bathe, and which is gen-
erally the breeding spot of innumer-
able mosquitos. In the huts of the
natives the people crowd, in unheal-
thy swarms, disease is rampant, and
the most extraordinary wonder is
that there are not more plague and
malarial visitations than is the case,

“To all this squalor and poverty is
added illiteracy and colossal ignor-
ance, just as hard to cope with as
any material depression, which how-
ever, is brightened by the eagerness
of the people to learn and the propor-
tionate progress that can always be
made as soon as a people are able
to read. The only reward of the
worker in this field of endeavor,”
said the speaker, “is the knowledge
that conditions are every day being
made a little better for these pathetic
outcasts, and by the fact ever being
‘vividly brought to mind of the new-
found love and kindness that is
.shown toward the missionary by the
men and women he serves.”

Of the future he was hopeful and
confident, though not in any way
minimizing the vastness of the effort

' required, and the volume of the
' resources needed to carry it through.

Preston, April 16.—Sgaking Satur-
day at an open meeting held under
the auspices of the U. F. 0. and
Labor Party in the County of South
Waterloo, K. K. Homuth, sald: *It
was an unheard-of thing that hap-
pened in the legislature this week
when members stood up and called
the premier a traitor and then turned
around and voted confidence in that
leader. It is something which I can-
not understand. Four years ago I
came and itold you what I thought
I could do if we get enough repre-
sentatives. Today I come to tell you
what has been done. I stand here
today without one of my pledges

broken and we are in the happy
position of being able to write the
word “Accomplished,” after many of
our planks in the last election.

“We have had more attention from
the provincial legislation in the riding
of South Waterloo than ever bafore.

“Politicians are seeking to over-
throw this government by accusations
that its extravagance has acted so
as to keep capital out of the pro-
vince.

Support Public Worka.

“What would have happened if this
government had refused to spend
money on the public highways and
other public works, which provided
80 much work? What the working
people of the province want is work
and decent working conditions. Theay
do not want relief or doles.

“Taxes came back to the final con-
sumer. If you don't patronize the
race tracks, the theatres, the liquor
stores," you pay no taxes. The expen-
ditures in Waterloo have been many
hundreds of thousands of dollas more
than has ever been taken out.”

Mr. Homuth gave the following fig-
ures for expenditures during 1920,
1921 and 1922: Education $64,000;
public charities $14,698; mothers’
allowances, $36,889; highways, $377,-
000; and agriculture, $14,799, making
a total of $502,556, which represents
an amount of $310,000 over and above
any sum collected in taxation. I
doubt very much whether any other
government would have given our
roads the same consideration. Be-
cause the Hon. F. C. Biggs is a road
enthusiast, he knows roads.”

Reviewing the legislative program
of the government Mr. Homuth spoke
of the mothers’ allowance act as the
greatest piece of 1legislation of its
kind enacted in any part of the
world, whereas before the workmen’s
compensation act was passed only 25
per cent of the moneys went to the

injured workman; today 96 per cent
is paid to him.
Supports Referendum.

“Four years ago we had a referen-
dum in the Province of Ontario on
the question of prohibition. The
Liberal party today stands for a
referendum, as does the U F O. The
Labor party and the Conservative
party supported it by placing the
referendum before the people in 1920,
The difference of opinion is as as to
when the referendum shall be held.
I stand for the referendum.”

C. T. Croh, Farmer, in seconding the
motion nominating K. K. Homuth as
Labor candidate for the riding of
South Waterloo at the next provincial
election, referred to Lloyd George, and
and said that in . Wales men are
measured from the chin up and not
from chin down. “It does matter
whether you measure Kar! Homuth
from the chin up or from the chin
down, he is a great man,” he de-
clared. .

The nomination was declared
closed amid prolonged cheers and
applause.

Edgar Watson, M.P.P.,, U. F. O.
representative of North Victoria and
Alberta, said: “The time has passed
when politicians can get on the plat-
form and flimflam the public. - The
business of the province has been
carried on more in the interests of
the people than in any other parlia-
ment before in the provincial Legis-
lature. !

Lauds Drury.”

“There never was an occupant of
the premier’s chair in the provincial
Legislature whose magnificent ability
to handle the house and deal fairly
with the man on the land than Mr.
E. C. Drury. I would say also that
there is today a more severe system
of accouny§ng in the provincial de-
partments than in any preceding
government.

to the practical man ‘put the money
in the account where it ought to go.’
The provincial finance department
has always before had its finger in
the pie.”

Willlam Elliott, M.P. of South
Waterloo, stated that much criticism
was heard of the Drury government,
‘but because the papers were for some
reason antagonistic the other side has
not been heard. “Within the next
two months E. C. Drury will have
his say and the people of the prov-
ince show their judgment in no un-
certain manner,” he declared.

Mr. Elliott announced that a bill
had been laid before the house where-
by the provineial gsovernment will
pay 100 per cent of the cost of the
provincial highways.

vertiser the Indian teacher spoke. of
the political situation in his country
at the present time. “On the whole,”
he said, “the people of India believe
that British rule is the best for the
country. Without them the country
would be involved in incredible
chaos, and we recognize the power
that the British Government wields
in keeping India one hemogeneous
people.
Advance in Affairs.

“The Montagu-Chelmsford treaty,”
he continued, “was a great advance
in the conduct of Indian affairs, but
the general feeling among the more
educated men is that it did not go
far enough along the lines of progress.
You see, there has been a tremendous
spread of culture, that is, the culture
of the Western nations, in India in
the last few years, and as this in-
creases, so does the demand for a
wider and broader treatment in
political and social life grows more
articulate.”

Mr. Swamidos was asked whether
the Ghandi movement was entirely
quashed by the arrest and imprison-
ment of the famous leader. “Well,”
he answered, “Ghandi is one of the
very best of men himself, an idealist
and a man of the highest personal
virtues. Unfortunately a number of
the extremists and the dissatisfied
men, seeing the value that attached
to his name, became his followers and
under the glamour of his banner
committed many atrocities and fool-
ish acts merely for their own benefit
and entirely without the sanction of
Ghandi. As a matter of fact Ghandi's
imprisonment is the best thing that
could have happened both for the
country at large and for Ghandi him-
self.

“The situation throughout India s,
I think, gradually becoming more
séttled, and the outlook for the fu-
ture is on the whole hopeful and en-
couraging.”

Official Statement Issued From
Residence of Bonar
Law.

Associated Press Despatch.
London, April 16.~*“The prime min-

resigning,” said a statement issued
last night from No. 10 Downing street,
the official residence of Andrew Bon-
ar Law.

This constituted the government's
reply to statements in sSeveral of the
Sunday morning newspapers, which
the government could not allow to
pass unchallenged. This official de-
nial, however, it is generally agreed
in political circles, does not affect the
situation as indicated in despatches

last week—that Mr. Bonar Law’s re-
tention of office depends upon his
health.

Undoubtedly the premier has no
intention of relinquishing hold if his
health will stand up under the con-
tinued heavy strain of office, When
he assumed the premiership, Mr.
Bonar Law frankly said his retention
of the post would depend entirely on
his health, and official denials such as
that issued today, it is believed, will
not influence public opinion, which
has been almost universal since last
week’s happenings in parliament that
if the government is to survive it
must be greatly strengthened and
that unless the premier’'s physical
condition repidly improves he cannot
wield the necessary driving power to
carry on the administration in the
r;;‘i:e of the capable and alert oppo-
sition.

May Reconstruct Ministry.

The premier still has three months
before him in which he may recon-
struct his ministry without the ne-
cessity of new ministers having to
run the gauntlet by elections, and
this is an important factor, consider-
ing the general dissatisfaction caused
by ‘the government's complete inertia
in connection with the Ruhr trouble
and home problems, like unemploy-
ment, housing and the labor disputes.

The fate of the ministry probably
largely depends on the nature of the
budget statement Stanley Baldwin,
able to present. A popular budget
would be a great asset to the govern-
ment. Failing that the government’s
chance of survival is considered to
be small, unless ga reconstruction
would bring back Austen Chamber-
lain, Lord Birkenhead, Sir Robert S8,
Horne, and others of the late coali-
tion government. The die-hard sec-
tion of the Conservatives which en-
gineered the revolt in the coalition
against David Lloyd George still is
strongly opposed to this solution and
should it succeed in preventing it,
and Mr. Bonar Law should find him.
