Hep­
burn says, and more or less work has 
been done on over half of these, all with 
good results. Several representatives of 
capital have already been attracted to 
the spot, and good otters have been made 
for several properties. Claims, how­
ever, are being held rather high for the 
amount of development done on them, 
but from the size of the veins and the 
extent of the belt of ore many good mines 
will, it is anticipated, be in operation 
very shortly. The ore belt is five miles 
wide, and has been traced for seven 
miles in length, the ore being high in 
copper carrying gold.

Mr. Henry Croft, who has just re­
turned from a three weeks’ trip to the 
Kootenay country, is strongly impressed 
with the fact that the Coast cities should 
make a great effort to obtain a sha- e of 
the large and rapidly growing trade of 
that rich mineral country. The tram­
way between Trail and Rossland is busy 
night and day transporting ore, taking 
480 tons in the twenty-four hours. More 
communication is needed in the district, 
however, as at present transportation 
cannot keep up with the amount of ore to 
be shipped. Besides many of the mines 
are stacking up their ore, preferring to 
wait for a little until rates shall have been 
lowered and admit of shipping to better 
advantage. The Corbin road will be 
running in a couple of weeks, and heavier 
rolling stock is being placod on the tram­
way to afford greater accommodation. 
Business is brisk ; the population has 
grown to at lenst 6,000; building is go­
ing on and a great deal of money is be­
ing spent.

Mr. Croft also made a trip to the Nef- 
district and the rapid progress there 

was very marked, the mines being 
steadily developed and the owners mak­
ing money in spite of the low price of 
silver.

Mr. Croft is of opinion that it is im­
perative for the Coast people to obtain 
direct railway communication with the 
Trail Creek country if they want to get 
their share of the trade. Besides, a line 
on the south shore of the Fraser would 
open up not only the Kootenay district 
with the coast but would run through a 
mineral country from the Hope moun­
tains towards the interior and be the 
means of developing mining districts to 
the west of Kootenay. The Kootenay 
people are going to trade where they 
buy cheapest, and it is only by securing 
a rapid and cheap avenue of communi­
cation that the Coast can benefit.i
