Some people, said Mr. Burrell, might
consider an occasion of this kind suitable
for a lengthy review of the history and
life-work of .. the 'Conservative party,
He did not hold this opinion; preferring
rather to discourse upon public life in
its general relations to the Conservative
party, as some saw it.

The speaker, here, alluding to his own
occupation as a rauncher, compared the
state of affairs which enabled him to
speak in public in Victoria, where form-
erly only government servants and law-
yers made speeches. (Laughter.) In the
upper country, to tell the truth, the
ranchers had an uneasy suspicion that
the lawyers did not always go to work
in the most expeditious way in public
'business, and that ordinary farmers
could frame and pass the laws much
more satisfactorily and quickly. (Re-
newed laughter.)

Before touching in a general way on
Dominion politics, Mr. Burrell said he
would like to mention the fact that four-
teen years ago last week the Couserva-
tive party had had to mourn the death
of its great chieftain, Sir John A. Mac-
donald. He wished to say—and he
thought all present would agree with
him-—that among the many remarkable
traits of that great man’s character,
three stood out pre-eminently. One was
‘his Imperial breadth of view; there was
nothing small or petty in his outlook
upon life. His aim was ever towards the
large things of existence, and this char-
acteristic dlone would have marked him
for a great man in any community, large
or small. The second feature. of Sir
Johin’s character which he wounld refer
to was his intimate knowledge of human
nature, and—an essential part of it in
its relation to hisdpublic career—hjs deep
sympathy for and with it. These two
things alone, the speaker thought, ac-
counted in no small degree for the enor-
mous influence wielded by the  dead
statesman. The third and last trait of
character was the absolute absence of
bitterness which eharacterized Sir John’s
attitude towards even his opponents.
The possession of the three characteris-
ties- he had named would, he thought,
make any man great. And these prin-
ciples, he was glad to think, were in
the main the principles which animated
the Conservative party in British Col-
umbia and in Canada; to expand, to
develop, and to 'foster the large spirit
of Canadian citizenship and Canadian
loyalty to Canadian and British interests
{Hear, Hear.)

In this connection, continued Mr. Bur-
rell, the Conservative party was often
taunted with resting too much under the
shadow of a great name. Some of his
opponents in the recent election had
been . unworthy enough to attempt to
utilize this alleged failing in a manuoer
as disgraceful as it was ingenious. They
had publicly on press and platform,
eulogized Sir John extravagantly, by
way of emphasizing what they termed
the weakness of Mr. (Borden. Nothing
could be further from the truth than
such an allegation. - Mr. Borden’s con-
duct throughout had been anything but-
that of a weak man. TIn that dark hour
when defeat came nyon him and the
party—waen he had, in the interests of
g?s party in. general, so meglected the
‘battle in +his own constituency that he
was defeated—he had, when faced by
the demand that he nborld again assume
the burdens of leadership of the Opposi-
tion, put aside his own inclinatious,
avercome his natural depression, and re-
turned to his onerouns duties. ‘“I can
conceive,” said Mr. Burrell emphatically,
“of no finer episode.” (Hear, Hear.)

“My advice to every Con-
servative,” said Mr. Burrell, “is to do
his utmost—as the officers of your as-
sociation have done during the present
year—and get ready for a winning
fight next time.” (Cheers.)

Turming to provincial politics, the
speaker said that it was fair to claim
that the introduction of party lines had
been a success, and further, that suc-
cess had followed the establishment of
a Conservative government. (Hear,
hear and applause.) In particular, he
would refer to the Assessment Act and
the Education. Act. (Hear, hear.)
Some of the features of these acts
might need meodification, as use and
experience might indicate the wisdom
of it. But the acts were good and
necessary,

“Two more unpopular measures
could not have been introduced,” said
Mr. Burrell, “and I say that it shows
the courage and honesty of the party
and the government to tackle such a
proposition; and they have earned the
gratitude of ull thoughtful men—the’
more so since they had no 75 majority
such as they keep at Ottawa.”
(Cheers.) . -

Uncle of Czar Hands In His Res-
ignation as Heed of the
Admiraity.

Flerce Criticism Given as Reason
for the Sensational
Action.

St. Petersburg, June 16.—The sensa-

tional announcement was made shortly
before midnight that Grard Duke Alexis,

the high admiral, who is an uncle of the
Emperor, and Admiral Avellan, head of
the Russian admiralty department, have-
resigned. This announcement was fol-

lowed a few minutes later by an imper-

ial rescript relieving the Grand Duke-
of the supreme direction of the navy,
which he has held since the days of the
Emperor’s father, Alexander III., when
Russia resolved to enter the lists of first
chass sea powers.

Although from time to time since the
war began there have been rumors that
the Grand Duke would retire on account
of the savage criticism, not to use harsh-
er terms directed against the administra-
tion of the navy, especially in the comn-
struction of ships, the announcement ot
his resignation came like a bolt out of
the blue. g
