Petersburg and Paris, with. the object
of vigorous common action against Eng-
Jand, We can guess that this comes
through the St. Petersburg correspondent
of the New York Herald, a paper which
has openly espoused the Russian sicle, If
the Herald is to be believed, Russia is all
in the right, and England allin the wrong,.
Moreover, the czar and his ministors are
models of statesmanlike and/ military
capacity, while England has sunk down

About-Marking ¢anned Goods. :
Yesterday .The World referred to the
fact that the present demand for canned
goods all over the world was such ' that
stocks now lying unsold—principally in the
United States—would be used up, and that
the people of that country would have a
chance heceafter .of getting fresh goods
until ‘another glut occurred. It would
seem to us that those who put up these
goeds make a great mistake innot marking
the dates on all their)cans, In the long
run it would protect the manufacturerss
it would increase their reputation, and it
would make their goods sought after, for
the consumer would then know what the
age of the cans were, and they would take
care to buy only those brands that were g0
marked. .

A well known Toronto manufacturer
who puts up goods in tin boxes, has
followed this practice for years, notwith-
standing he began it against the wishes of
the trade, the advice of his travelers, and
the prejudice even of some of the consum-
ers; he has'now the satisfaction of know-
ing that the public buy more and more of
his goods, that they accept his brand for
what it is said to be, and that other manu-
facturers are beginning to seein hisexample
a good one to follow,

But besides brasding canned goods with
the date, there is another point that many
manufacturers of this kind of goods neglect.
They do mot exercise sufficient care in
regard to the quality of their goods. All
canned edibles ought to be made from the

the greatest care. For instance the firm ot
Crosse & Blackwell of England are known
all over the world for the reliability of
their goods, I1f American and Canadiap
canners were equally as careful as they are,
they would have an equally good reputa-
tion, and they would be able to even excel
them, for they have a greater variety of
articles to can, and in better condition than
is to be had in Europe.

This slovenliness, if we may use the term,
i# not ouly confined to canned goods, but
many other food producte of this country.
Take that of butter, A gentleman in the
trade who is competent to give an opinion,
said the other day that the farmers of On-
tario alone lost from three to five millions
a year by their careless, often dirty way of
making butter, Not only were the farmers
Careless in making butter, but the country
storekeepers who pack it were equally
_negligent, and as a consequence, firkins by
the thousand were apnually ruined or
sold for a price 50 per cent. less than what
the country storekeepers paid for it.

It is by attention to details of this
