WILL NOT STRIKE IN BUFFALO

Although Debs 1» Said to Have Ordered" 
tho Men Ont.

Buffalo, July 8.—“President Malican of 
the local branch of the American Railway 
Union has received positive orders to order 
out his men here in'Buffalo,” said a member 
of the organization this morning, “but he 
will not do so because he has not strength 
enough numerically.

“This order came to him yesterday by 
wire from Chicago and was signed by 
President Debs. There are only 225-mem­
bers of the American Railway Union in 
this city and the majority of them are car 
repairers and inspectors. There are no 
engineers and firemen In the order here,and 
not over 25 or 30 switchmen.

“When Malican received the message 
ordering him to call out his men it was 
unexpected, and lie has refused to do so, 
because action of that character would 
puce him in the peculiar position of having 
a strike on his hands without any backing 
to speak of.

“His striking force would number only 
about 200, maybe a little more, and wheu 
you consider that this number is divided 
up among all the railroads you can easily 
see that the effect would not be felt to any 
marked degree.”

COSTING TWO MILLIONS A DAY. BOI
A Million Men Jdle By the Strike — 

•2,000,000 of Property Destroyed.
Chicago, July 7-—An afternoon paper 

says: Competent authority estimates the 
property loss ia this city by the fire and 
waste during the last 10 days at $2,000,000, 
a loss traceable directly to the strike. But 
that vast amount is insignificant in com­
parison to the lose d ne to a sacrifice of 
wages and paralysis of business. The rail­
road tie-up has thrown not less than 200,000 
railroad employes out of work, and now it 
is announced, as the result of a 
careful canvass, that industrial es­
tablishments in Chicago and its en­
virons employing 100,000 men will 
shut down until the rftrike is settled. 
Other manufacturing communities through- 

- -out the west are doing the same tbring, and 
it is not an exaggeration to state that the 
ranks of idlers in the west will be increased 
a million men by reason of the strike. The 
western country is therefore losing $2,000,- 
000 a day in wages, estima tihg the pay of 
the men at the low average of $2 a day. 
Ou the basis of the estimate of men out of 
work in Chicago now by reason of the 
strike the workingmen are contributing 
$300,000 a day in lost wages and $300,000 
more in drafts upon their resources for the 
cost of living, or a daily total of $600,000.

VATTEMPTED TRAIN WRECKING,

A Pleee of Bridge Timber Tied to the 
Kail—The Train Uninjured. 

Canajoharie, July 8.—An unsuccessful 
attempt was made last night to wreck the 
fast National Express train eastbound on 
the West Shat# Railroad between this place 
aud Fort Plain. A piece of bridge timber, 
nine teet long and seven inches square, had 
been placed upon the rails and securely tied 
to the track by a long rope about an inch in 
diameter. Fortunately when the engine 
struck the timber the log was torn into 
splinters and the rope snapped in a dozen 
places.
