‘Arthur A. Dicks, upholsterer, aged 85
years, was last night arrested on the
charge of murdering his wife; - Mary
Dicks, last Friday night. Dicks was
taken in charge by Detective Verney at
fis pew home, 1164 College-street, at
pbout 8 o'clock, and locked up in No.
6 station. 5

The Crown believe that he deliberately
murdered Mary Dicks for her insurance,
and then set fire to his house to conceal
his crime. t .

The facts of the tase have been pub-
lished hitherto, and are briefly these:

At 1.30 o'clock on Saturday m.omiug
last the home of the Dicks’ family, at
£20 St. Helen’s-avenue, was dgmaged
by fire. Dicks escaped with his five
children, and stated that his wife had
started down the stairway w1'th- a lamp,
had Iallen and her rescue was impossible.

In the morning the charred remains of

‘ A premium of $184 was paid by Mrs.
‘Dicks to the Sun Life on the afternoon
jmmediately preceding her death. Mrs.
Dicks also had made a will a 'week
before, leaving her money to her children,
svith her husband as trustee of the funds.

Dicks Mas a Record.

‘Added to these facts was the discovery
yesterday made by Detective Verney,
that the fire at 220 St. Helens-avenue
was the resuylt ol deliberate incendiar-
jsm. Nor was this Dicks’ only fire ; four
times has he been burned out_under sus-
picious circumstances, each time secur-
ng goodly sums for property burned.

The Crown is acting on the theory that
Dicks killed his wife immediately after
the evening meal, as her stomach on ex-
amination is said to have been fgund full
of food, recently eaten, indicah‘ve of a
heavy meal of meat, potatoes, celery :m’d
pickles. As Dieks swore at the coroner’s
jnquest that to his knowledge his wife
ate nothing later tham 7 o’clock, t}xe
story “that she died at 1.80 a.m. will
be one point in the investigation.

A Dark Mystiery. :

The darkest mystery in oconnection
with the arrest and alleged crime 1is
the fact that the chief means of identi-
fying the body of Mrs. Dicks, & goitre
on the neck, does mot exist on the re-
mains found, glthough that portion of
the body is intact. ALl the clothing of
the woman is missing. It may tran-
spire that Mrs. Dicks is still alive and
in biding, and that some unknown wo-
man has been done to death far pur-
poses of fraud and robbery.

THE FIRB INCENDIARY.

A Five Gallon Can of Coal Oil Piaced
Where It Would De Its Werk.

Detective Verney ‘was detailed to the
cage yesterday, and made a thorough in-
gpection of the premises in which the
tragedy took place. The furnace from
which the fire is claimed to have origin-
ated was most closely examined, and &
discovery made which led to Cicks’ ar-
rest a few hours after.

The furnace was found to be a “Novel-
ty.” In order to admit its erection in
the shallow cellar it was necessary to
sink it to the depth if 18 inches below
the basement floor. Despite this precau-
tion,the hot-air pipes,of which tbere were
five, leading to different parts of the
house, are quite close to the floor above.
Though the might of tbe ifre was a cold
one, the dampers, in two of the three
pipes yet intact, are turned to prevent
the heat from emntering the living apart-
ments.

Tightly jammed in between one of these
bot-air pipes and the floor immediately
above was found a five-gallon coal oil
can. Though the floor was burnt al-
moat entirely away at this point, from
the condition of this ean and the position
in which it was found {t seemed aimost
{mpossible that it could have
fallen from the shop above after the
floor had been burpned away.

It had evidently been pleced there with
malice aforethought.

The Fire Incendiary.

That the can had contained oil was per-
eeptible-from the strenks which indicat-
ed where it had escaped from the uncork-
od mouth, and ran, burning as it -went,
over the sides of the carm, and fhe pipe
I:Vpon Which it lay.

Mrs. Dicks, Whose Life Was

while Dicks comducted business in Bath-
urst-street, his stables were mysterious-
ly burned, and, though they contained
very little of value, the insurance com-
panies paid over $200 to Dicks.

Again, at Mimico, in 1893, fire visited
him, -this time destroying the house in
which he lived, together with its con-
! tents. The Royal Insurance Company
held a risk on his furniture for $750,
and this amount they paid over.

Dicks’ latest experience with fire, prior
to that of Saturday last, was at Kew
Beach, tn < April, 1894, The circum-
stauces of this blaze occasioned suspi-
cion in the minds of many of those most
intimately acquainted with the full
facts of the case. The house in which
the fire occurred was the property of
Mr. Josiah Barnett, 66 Gloucester-
street, and was formerly occupied by
the late Sir Adam Wilson. J. W. Bowden,
Mr. Barrett’s agent, was | ap-
proached by Dicks in the latter part of
i March last and asked if he had
on his list any quiet summer houses.

Mr. Bowden offered Dicks the choice of
many. The two went over the list to-
gether, and on visiting the Beach,Dicks
chose Mr. Barnett’s house as being the
most suitable. The reason he assigned
for his cboice was that the house was
more isolated than were the others.

The price agreed upon was $400 for
the seasom of three months, $50 to be
paid down, the remainder before the
expiration of the first month. When the
matter was ilaid before Mr. Barnett he
declined at first to accept it, as he en-
tertained doubts ' concerning Dicks’
ability to pay. In an interview on the
matter which took place between Mr.
| Barnett mnd Dicks, the latter stated
that his wife was in poor health, and
he was desirous of spending the summer
months in fthe quietest possible place.
. This was less than two months after Mrs.
! Dicks had placed $15,000 insurance
i upon her life and was pronounced by the

i physicians of the companies a good risk.
| The $30 deposit was made April 7. The
residence was elaborately = furnished,
much of the furniture having been the
property of the late Sir Adam. Dicks
said the mahogany equipments were not
good enough for his tastes and requested
Mr. Barnett to have them removed in
order to make roowm for his own furniture
Mr. Barnett complied, aré Dicks began
to move his furniture in. He had had
possession of the key but two days, when
alt 7 o'clock the evening of the second day
a fire; originating in the attic complete-
ly consumed the residemee and waat fur-
niture it contained.

Dicks immediately put in his claim to
the Phoenix Company in which his goods
were insured, for $1500. Of this amount
he was allowed $917. When in conversa-
tion with Mr, Barueti & few days after
the fire, Dicks attributed the origin of
the fire to ghoats. IHe, himsell, had been
in the place a short time Liefore the blate
was digcovered.

The Crown hes as yet no actual proof
that the body whichk was burued was
that of Mrvs. Dicks. It is possible,as will
be seen from the foliowing circumstances
that the body was that of another. Has
some. unknown woman been done to
death ?

Mr. A. H. Hoover, local manager of the
Covenant Mutuai Iusurance Company of
New York, tuok steps yesterday before
Dicks’ arrest was decided on to have a
special investigation into the supposed
death of Mrs. Mary Dicks in the fire at
220 8t. Helen’ s-avenue, Saturday morn-
ing. His company consider they bkave
valid reason for the suspicion that the
body of the burned woman was not that
of Mrs. Dicks at all, but a corpse substi-
tuted for the purpose of securing pay-
mant of the $19,000 insurance on Mrs.
Dicks’ life.

The Woman a Party to the Substitation.

Mr.Hoover, when interviewed, said “The
fact that Mrs. Dicks was just as anxious
as her husband to have the insurance
placed on her life, and that she went
with him and personally applied to the
virious companies without having been
solicited in any way, leads us to believe
that if there was amy scheme on foot
to defraud the companies she was a
party to it.

“It is a remarkable fact also that the
husband should have carried $27,000 on
his own life, the premiums on his combin-
ed policies reaching an amount in excess
of his income, which he swears was never
more than $1000 per annum.

l The Frequency of the Fraud.
| “A number of cases have occurred of
{ late .in the United States of companies
ibcing defrauded by the substitution of
| & corpse to represent some living policy-
{ holder, and we are determined to sift
[this matter to the bottom. The fact
that Dicks carried so much insurance on
bis life might also lead to the conclusion
hul_ they had comspired with outside
¢ parties to procure a body of either sex.
i In case a male was procured the hustand
{ was to disappear and the insurance to
be collected on his life.”
Cannot Identufy the Corpse.

“The body of the dead woman is burn-
ed in such a way tbat it is impossible
to identify it. ThC face and scalp and
hair were burned, but the neck, svhich
will play a most important part in the
case, remains intact, although badly
scorched.

“When Mrs Dicks applied for the vari-
ous policies—on her life a year ago last
Junuary, it was remarked that on the
right side of her meck she had a goitre
of some considerable size. In the medi-
cal examiner’s report to the Equitable
Life Insurance Company, this fact is
dwelt on a8 the chief point for identifi-
cation. Mrs. Dicks alluded to it in
talking matters over with the agents,
and though ehe kept ft covered up the

Dr. John McConnell said, when inter-
viewed, “The neck we found to be in-
tact, ajthough the ilesh was cooked. We

devoted particular attention to the
examination of the neck and searched
for marks of strangulation. Not the
slightest. indication of a goitre was to
be found and the condition of the neck
was such that it could not have been
burned away.”

“Did you discover anything in the
condition of the corpse to indicate that
death had taken place for any consider-
able length- of time before it was burn-
ed?” asked the reporter.

“No. The indications were that death
bhad taken place very recently. The
blood which oozed from the body was
arterial and not venous, as it .would
have been in a case where the victim
had died from natural causes, The stom-
ach was much distended and completely
full of recently masticated food, indicat-
ing that deceased had partaken of a
hearty meal just previous to her death..
This is a certain sign that death had been
recent. The legs, arms and the flesh of
the back were burned, but we found the
various organs in a healthy condition.
The ordinary tests applied to the lungs
showed that she had not been strangled.

“You may say,”’ added Dr. McConnell,
“that I only delayed the issuance of
a warrant for a coroner’s inquest be-
cagse I wished to make a care in-
vestigation in compliance with my oath
of office. I believe that Coroner John-
son had not taken this trouble when
he issued the warrant.”

The Covenant Mutual will probably act
in co-operation with the other compan-
ies in securing an investigation as to
whether the remains were really those
of Mrs. Dicks. Detectives will be set at
work to see if that lady is still alive.
One thing the doctors are positive of
is that the dead woman came to her
death, but a short time before being
found. Yet amnother circumstance in
connection with this matter is the fact
that, although Dicks swore his wife wore
no garment but her nightdress, not &
stitch of her clothing has been found.

The prisoner will be arraigned this
morning.

EWART REPLIEST0 MCARTHY

ARGUMENT IN THE SCHOOL APPEAL
CLOSES T0-DAYX,

The Manitoba School Act of '04, Amending
the Act of 1890, Not Disallowed—Mec-
Carthy Argues That Separate Schools
Are Ineflicient, and Clalms Manitoba
Was Justified in Wiping Them Out.

Ottawa, Ont., March 6.—At to-day'a
meeting of the Cabinet, held in the
Council Chamber after the public pro-
ceedings in the Railway Committee
room. had terminated, it was decided
not to interfere with the Manitoba School
Act of 1894. This wase the last day up-
on which the measure could have been
disallowed. The act in question amend-
ed the much debated statute of 1890,
which, on July 80, 1892, was declared
by the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council to be intra vires of the Mani-
toba Legislature. Many petitions were
sent in, asking for disallowance of last
year’s provincial statute, and these have
been duly considered, but, inasmuch as
the question of remedial legislation is
now being argued before the Privy Coun-
cil, and the act of 1890, which the sta-
tute of 1894 simply amends, was 'de-
clared to -be constitutional, it has.not
been deemed advisable to disallow the
last named statute.

Sealers Ask $423,000 Loan.

The Government to-day received a
telegram signed by the British Columbia
members of the Comimons on behalf of
the sealers, urging that the Imperial
Government be asked to advance by
way of a loan the sum of $425,000,
the amount agreed upon between
Canada and the United States as the sum
to which the sealers are entitled for
seizure of their vessels by the United
States from 1886 to 1890. This amount
Congress refuses to pay, consequently un-
der the arrangement made last summer a
commission is to be appointed to assess
the damages sustained, and sealers want
this sum to be advanced until a final
settlement is reached. The Government
immediately cabled the request to Eng-
land with a strong endorsation.

Only Four Lists to Come In.

Evidently the revising officers have
done their work promptly, as only four
lists have yet to be received in the whole
of Canada. v

Owing to the fact that the hearing
of the Manitoba echool appeal was not
finished to-day, meither Sir C. H. Tupper
nor Hon. John Haggart were able to
go west to Dunuville to-night.

THE SCHOOL APPEAL.
McCarthy Concludes His Argument and
Mr. Ewart Begins His Reply.

The Privy Council was engaged all day
in listening to the argument in the Mani-
toba school appeals. Mr. McCarthy held
the floor until about 8.80, and then Mr.
Ewart rose to reply. He had not com-
pleted his argument when the hour of
adjournment arrived. Replying to a
question by Hon. Mr. Ouimet, Mr. Me-
Carthy defined national schools as those
common to all people of the country. If
everybody in Canada professed the same
religion national schools could also be

denominational schools.

Sir C. H. Tupper: Are you in favor of
exclusion of religion from all schools ?

Mr. McCartbhy: No, and the Manitoba
Government does not want to drive re-
ligion entirely from the schools.

Mr. Dickey : It is, therefore, & question
of degree.

Mr. McCarthy: The question-is this,
Ought the schools to be under the con-
trol of the state or church ? The posi-
tion sought by Manitoba was the same
ae that which existed in New Brunswick,
Nova  8cotia and Prince Edward
Island, where the Public .schools
existed. It was not fanaticism which
had led Manitoba to adopt the Aet of
1890. The Liberal party of the Pro-
vinece, except Mr. Fisher; were unanimous-
ly in favor of that act, and Mr. Fisher
must have been poisoned by his partner
Ewart.

Mr. Angers: Is everybody poisoned who
changes hie views?

Mr. McCarthy: It depends on . what
the change is. Proceeding, he cited the
platform of the Conservatives in 1892,
in which the party declared in favor of
a national system of schools if the act
of 1890 were declared intra vires. Clear-
ly. then both parties in Manitoba were
& unit on the question. f

Separate Schools Ineflicient.

He then argued that Manitoba had
good grounds for wiping out Separate
schools, owing to thke inefficiency of the
teaching and inferiority of the educa-
tion given. Ninety-one French schools
were In existence when the law .of 1890
was passed. Thirty-six of these, despite
the antagonism of the priests, had been
brought ‘under’ the Public School Act.
With regard to the question whether
these schools were Protestant, he point-
ed out that the law declared them to be
non-sectarian. He disputed Mr. Ewart's
facts and conclusions on this point. He
filed copies of, the religious exercises
used in the schools previous to 1880 and
since, McCarthy | then en-
tered into a careful comparison
of the two sets of religious exercisesd
What objection could there be to the
reading of historical portions of the
Bible and the gospels as now provided
for by the regulations, arranging for
the reading of a few portions of the Bible
that Archbishop Lynch had assented to
in Ontario when he approved the Ross
Bible ? ;

Catholies Prefer Police Schools.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell: Was the Ross Bible
to be read in separate schools ?

Mr, McCarthy: No; it -was to be read
in the public schools which were attend-
ed by many Catholic pupils. He (Mr.
MecCarthy) claimed that Mr. Ewart was
entirely wrong, therefore, in the state-
ment that the schools were sectarian.
The object of the Mamitoba Goverument
was not to promote strife or ill-will, but
the very reverse. It was a fact that to-
day more than one-half the Roman Ca-
tholic children of Ontario were attend-
ing the public schools, 37,466 children
being registered in separate and 43,797
in public schools. This showed that even
in Ontario the Catholics were not anxi-
ous for scparate schools. In his, Me-
Carthy’s, own county the Catholics: were
strong enough to support gseparate
schools, but preferred the public schools.
He noted Mgr. Satolli’s decision regard-
ing Catholic children in the States at-
tending public schools. It was establish-
ed by practice and preceptythat Roman
Catholic children ‘:oqu attend
public ~ schools and, thexefore,  to
that extent the statéement of
grievances in the petition was tunfounded.

Mr. McCarthy, proceeding with his
argument after recess, pointed to the de-
feat of Mr. Fisher’s resolution in the
Manitoba Legislature last week as show-
ing the strong feeling in favor of Public
schools im the province. As for the rest
of the Dominion, he would fearlessly as-
sert that the general opinion of both
political parties throughout the country
was that in the matter of education
there should be mo Federal interference
with provincial authorities, and further,
the interference mow proposed wauld be
far more humiliating to Manitoba than
would have been the disallowance of the
act in the first place. _

The history of the New Br_unswxck
school case was unext dealt with at

length, to show the reluctance of Par-

.liament to interefere with provincial au-
tonomy. The late Mr. Mackengie, then
at the head of the Government, was on
record as having declared that, while he
regretted the imposition of undoubted
grievances upon the Catholics of New
Brunswick, he would not assent to its
:gmedy, by violation of the comnstitu-
ion.

“But,” said Mr. McCarthy, addressing
Sir Mackenzie Bowell, ‘“you, sir, took
even a moore decided an

resolution 'calculated to invoke interfer-
eace, and declined to' vore for any milk-
and-water amendment, inviting interpo-
sition of Her Majesty’s Government.”

Thus dieallowance, continued Mr. Me-
McCarthy, would be less humiliating than
the proposed interference in this case,
in which the council was asked to take
the first step to secure the passage by
the Federal Parliament of a purely local
law, absolute and irrevocable as regards
both Legisiature and Parliament itself.

8ir Mackenzie Bowell: That is, this
Parliament cannot repeal or amend its
own ‘det ?

Interference Pangerous.

Mr. McCarthy : Not acts passed under
this section (sub-section 8, section 22,
Manitoba Act). Could anything, he went
on, be imagined more calculated to cre-
ate disturbance than the passage of a
law here at Ottawa to interfere with
education in Manitoba ? Let this coun-
cil not forget that Manitoba was driven
once to the verge of rebellion by the
disallowa of - her railway policy,
which Six‘m%n Macdonald subsequently
had to abandon. It could not be denied
that 'the pofver rested with the Federal
authority to pass remedial legislation,
but for that matter the British Govern-
ment had ample power to pass the tea
tax act which led to the American revo-
Iution. It was therefors not a question
of power in the present case
but of wisdom and the propriety
of its exercise. To accede to the request
of the applicants would be to take the
first step in creating a difficulty and
(.iauger that not the youngest member
in council would probably live to see
extinguished. And why was it sought to
be raised ? Because about 10,000 hali-
breeds years ago passed a law in Mani-
toba which 100,000 intelligent people
sought to abolish to-day. The council
had undoubtedly the right thus to in-
terfere, so the Judicial Committee had
decided, but the power to act, he argued,
did not carry with it the obliglation to
do so. He would ask the council, there-
fore, not to deal with this question in
the light in which it was viewed in Que-
bec, or some other province, but in the
light of what would, conduce to the pros-
perity and welfare of Manitoba.

Mr. McCarthy concluded with a refer-
ence to personal matters. He accused
Mr. Ewart of unmanliness when in the
course of nis previous address he had
spoken of “McCarthy and his Protestant
Protective Association.” Now, he never
had anything to do with the P.P.A.,, he
had never even belonged to the Orange
arder,of which body the President of the
Privy Council was a distinguished orna-
ment.

Mr. Ewart’s Reply.

Mr. Ewart in reply first dealt with
the personal matteér- introduced by Mr.
McCarthy. He accepted his learned
friend’s diselaimer of any connection with
the P.P.A. He had not intended to im-
ply that he was connected with it. What
he had eaid was ‘ McCarthy and the
P.P.A.,” not “McCarthy and his P.P.A.”
Mr. Ewart referred sarcastically to Jokn
O’Donoghue’s statements. In giving
them to the council Mr. O’'Denoghue had
forgotten to produce his eredentials. Fe
(Ewart) would supply the omiesion ;
and he read from The Winnipeg Tribufie
the reeolution passed by the Roman
Catholics of St. Mary’s, Winnipeg, da-
nunciatory 6f O’Domoghue and his uf-
authorise mission to Ottawa. e
pointed out that O’Donoghue’s opinidn
of the inefficiency of the Separate schocls
was based upon his estimate of tke ig-
norance of the French half-breeds.

Mr. Ewart held that if even 25 per
cent. of these people could read and
write it was a high tribute to the per-
severance of the Catholic fathers, who,
in order to instil a little education fa-
to those people, had to foliow thém
about the country, for until very re-
cently they led nomadic livesa Unlike
the Scotch halfbreeds, who were the de-
scendants of educated men, who taught
their children, the French halfbreeds were
the ofispring of the roving voyageur ald
uncouth trapper.

No Grievance, Although a Remedy.

'Dealing with Mr. McCarthy’s appeal to
the council not to exercise the power oi
remedy, Mr. Ewart; said that such a plsa
was in contravention of the elementaty
principles of law. For 25 years Mr. Me-
Carthy, M.P,, had been practising before
the courts, in which the maxim was
that there was no grievance without a
remedy. All that was required of them
in these courts was to establish a griev-
ance, and the power of court to graat
a/ remedy, and remedy would be forth-
coming. Mr. McCarthy held that power
to act did not carry witk it the obli-
gation to do so. He read the opiniods
of counsel on that point: ‘“The worship
of what is called local autonomy whigh
some .gentlemen have become addicted
to, is fraught, I venture to eay, with
great evil to this Dominion. Our alle-
giance is due to the Dominion of Canade,
The separation into. provinces, the right
of local seli-government which we pas-
sess, is not to make us less citizens of
the Dominion, is not to make us
of statute labor payable in certainl &-
less anxious for the promotion of the
welfare of the Dominion, and it is not
argument to say that because a certain
piece of legislation is within the power
of a local Parliament, therefore ~ thnt
legislation is not to be disturbed. By
the same Act of Parliament by whicth
power is conferred upon a local Legis-
lature the duty and power, because where
there i power|there is a corresponding
duty, are cast .aupon the Governor-im-
Council-to revise and review acts of leg-
jslative bodies. The council, Mr. Ewart
added somewhat triumphantly, would
probably be surprised to learn that these
sentiments were uttered by D’Alton Me-
Carthy himsell. He had delivered them
in the House of Commons in March, 1889,
Next Mr. Ewart dealt with the statement
that the petition of right -produced on
Monday showing that the Manitoba bill
of rights made no provision for separate
schoole was mot a valid document, inas-
much, as Mr. McCarthy put it, as it had
not been dragged out until during the
school dispute in 1890. Mr. Ewart pro-
duced evidence that a copy of that bill
of righte had been fyled in the Depart-
ment of Justice as long ago as 1874 in
connection with the trial of Lepine.

ST THOMAS MURDER TRIAL

—_——

TRUBR BILLS RETURNED AGAINST
BOTH PRISONERS.

The Trial Commencés This Afternoon—
Hendershott and Welter Plead Not
Guilty and ‘Announce That They Are
Ready for Trial-9¢ Witnesses for the
Prosecution, 60 for the Defende.

St. Thomas, Ont., March 6.—The trial
of John Hendershott and William D.
Welter on the charge of murdering W.
H. Hendershott will commence before
Chief Justice Meredith at 1.30 to-mor-
row. When the prisoners were commit-
ted by the magistrate Welter was charg-
ed with the murder and John Hender-
shott with being an accomplice before
the fact. In the indictment presented to
the grand jury the prisoners were charg-
ed jointly with murder. At 4 p.m. the
grand jury returned a true bill for mur-
der against both of the “accused. The
prisoners were at once arraigned, plead-
ed not guilty and said they were ready
for trial.

The prisoners,
confidence of their counsel,
realise the gravity of their position.
Both were very pale and gazed around
the court room in an anxious manner.
Their voices trembled when pronouncing
the plea. of not guilty, and the mervous
strain under which Hendershott was
suffering was shown by the quivering of
the muscles of his face and the nervous
manner in which he grasped the railing
of the dock.

Chief Provineial Detective Murray has
worked ug an unusually strong case
against the prisoners. No less than 90
witnesses have been subpoenaed. The de-
fence has about 60.
