KIDNEY-WORT .

— The Scientific American gives the
following information to those who de.
sire to get rid of stumps on the farm :
‘In the autumn or early winter bore
a hole one or two inches in diameter,
according to the girth of the stump,
and about eight inches deep. Put into
it one or two ounces of saltpetre, fill
the hole with water, and plug it close.
In.the ensuing spring tuke out the plug
and pour in a gill of kerosene oil and
ignite it. The stump will smoulder
away, without blazing, to the very ex
tremity of the roots, leaving nothing
but ashes.

Facts about Flour.

Flour is peculiarly sensitive to at«
mospheric influences, hence it should
never be stored in aroom with sour
liquids, nor where onions or fish are
kept, orany article that taints the air
of the room in which it is stored. Any
smell perceptible to the sense will be
absorbed by flour. Avoid damp cellars
or lofts where a free circulation of air
cannot be obtained. Keep in a cool,
dry, airy room, and not exposed to a
freezing temperature nor to intense
summer or artificial beat for any length
of time above 70> to 75> Fahr. It
should not come in contact with grain
or other substances which are liable to
heat. ~ Flour' should be sifted and the
particles thoroughly disintegrated, and
then warmed before baking. This
treatment improves the color and bak-
ing properties of the dough. The sponge
should be prepared for the oven as
soon as -the yeast has performed its
mission, otherwise fermentation sets. in
