Tho'21 Bib]e-womeu and 12 asiatantflihle-women cou-
nected with the American Baptizt Telugu Mlission, -work
ver>' faithfl>'. Tirste of thue work in and about On-
yolegoing daily to appointed parts of the town, and visit-
ing-frbo hoase to house. Buat they Often alao go out te
the'rany villages within a few moiles of Ongolo, and somne-
timn perfores ver>' efficient worlc as nurses, wison any
pupil lo any of thea schoela ie seriousi>' M1. The Blible-
women stationed in different villages do w ëhiit work,
but dome of thera have much more reàùônBible bordons,
and reali>' tiseleaders of tise littis banda of Chriatians.
Take for example, two placms One of-these id 50 mle s
frots Ongole, and bas nu preacher or teacher within ton
mils of it. Wisilo on a visit te tisat teeti latel>', the
rnissionary, baptized 27 persoa, of whomn 21 ee-
verted througis the inRtrume.ntality of-the two Bible-
wornan stetioned there. Somne 50 others ara really Chris-
tians, 'but for lest of perseoution, which had eveu, then

lisg*on, they bad. net t he courage te corne out publici>' aud
be baptized. Thse other place la about 26 mile&-£rox
Ongole, sud tise preacher -who g ens tisero occeaionally la
net a atrong man, and lives' tises miles away. There
were 62 baptized there, 51 of whom were led te Jeaus b>'
tise Bible-women Goocama, whe la stationed in this vil-
lagp. -Thie Harceit Field.
