"The brood-chamber is in two sections ; also the
wurplus arrangement, which may be interehanged
ori at will. The cover, bostom-board,
and top and bottom of each sectional case has
one-half of & regular bee-space, so thas the sur-
plus cases with the sections may be placed bet-
ween the two brood chambers, or the latter may
be transposed or inverted—in fact, all parts of
the hive are perfectly interchangeable. The
brood frames will aLL be bored for wiree.

A SAMPLE HIVE

inctudes the bottom board and stand; a slatted
honey board; a.cover; two 6-inch brood cham-
bers, each containing 8 frames, wired; two sur-
plus arrangements, each containing 28 one.
pound sections, both with wide frames and
separators, both of which can be interchanged
or reversed at will. .
