It wMl be remembered, as mentioned in our Paper No. 1 of this series,
i]xat in 1817, a Bible Society wa.s formed at York, Upper Canada, cliiefly
tbrough the exertions of thxe late Bishop-Strachan, having a two-fold object
ini view, -viz., the circulation of the Bible, and of the Prayer Book. Sonie
objection having been expressed to tliis two-fold character of the Society,
two, separate Societies were formied iii 1820-one designated : The Bible
Society of Upper Canada."' ThIs separation sceni; however, at the time to,
have had a discouraging effect, upon the active promnters of the Bible cause,
for fixe Society then forzned doos not appear to have ever gone into operation,
but to have gradually died out,

On Monday, tht, 3rdl day of November, 1828, however, a successor to the
original Society -was organized at a meeting held ini the Masonic Hall, under
.the Presidency of the Hon. John Hleury Dunn, Receiver-General of Upper
