CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.
Lumber manufacturers and dealers are

apparently satisfied with the volume of
business they are dong ; it is quite up to
the average for this season cf the year,wvith
indic-tions of much mnre attivity in a
week or 1 wo as a resuli of t commence-
mentof spting building operations. The
quantity of limber required for building
purposes is expected to be greater than
last year, and with ar. average consump-
t'on by manufac urng indistries, a good
season's trade ait satisfactory pr:ces is
looked for. In Ottawa the buildings com-

vreñcd and under contemplation are
chiefly of the cheapez class, calling for the
lower grades of lumber. As a resuit of a
by.law passed in Ottawa some time ago
preventing the use of wooden shingles on
houses, the local demand for shingles is
extremely quiet, but a good enquiry is re-
ported fron outside points. In the
Georgian 1iy district sales of pine mill
culls are being made at $o. o and $ir at
the mill. Michigan dealers a· e Icoking ta
Georgian Bay points ta supp y a consider-
able quantity ai the stock required for the
cGrning season.

There is some irregularity in hardwood
prices, and the market is not as firm as
might be wished for. In Toronto some
dealers are asking $24 for first and sec-
ond black ash, i and i Y& inch, which
others are quriting at $22. Mil run is
selling ait S, with $2o asked in excep-
tional cases. There is pracsicaily no
basswood offering in firsts and seconds,
but from $2o ta $2a could be realized for
good stock. Miil run basswood is sell-
ing at $17.

QUEDEC AND NFw 11RUNSwicK.
Infinenced by favorable reports from

the Eastern Stales, the spruce lumber
market is showng more strength. Manu-
facturersare looking forward toan active
demand from the United States and
ta a considerable consumption of lum-
ber for local purposes, paticularly of
the cheaper grades. While the price of
clapboards is nominally unchanged, the
supply is so small that if there should
arse even a moderate demand, it would
be reflected in higher prices. The supply
of Ncw Brunswick cedar shtngles is like-
wise small. Sellers are asking $3 for ex-
tras, $2.65 for clears, and S2.2o for sec-

ond clears, Boston rate of freight, although
sales are beingimade by sm-ill manufac-
turers about five cents less.

L UNITED STATES.
A most satisfactory volume of business

for the past week is reported from the
white pine producing points. !n the Ash-
land and Duluth districts the biyng by
wholesale de-ilers bas been quite active,
and most of the stock is now held $i ta
$i.5o higher than last fali. Sales of No.
3 boards are being made ai 52.75, and
some manufacturers are holding out for
$13 for the coming seasnn's cut of that
grade. This is about $i in advance of
the price ai which this grade vas sold
last simmer, and shows the steady ap.
preciation in the value ci pîne lumber.
The feeling in the Lake Superior district
is that the spring will bring forth a sharp
demand for lumber, and that the year
w:ll be one if general prospersty for the
lumber trade. Indications are that the
cut oflois for the mills of Duiluth-Super-
tor wll be nct more than 390.000,ooo (cet,
as comp.red w.th 425,00,000 feet last
win'er. Buyers in the east are apparently
convinced that there will be no break in
prices, and are therefDre placing contracts
for their supply of lumuber. In the Chtca-
go m irket there is a scarcity of No. i
and No. z z2-inch boards, and ptece
stuff is none too plentiful. Both white
and Norway pire piece stuff is selling at
$14.50 ta $i for short lengths f.o.b. cars
Chicago. Tonawanda trade is more set-
tied, with less cuttng of prices on the
coarser gradcs. Good lumber seems ta be
most wanted in the cast, ahhough some
demand bas developed for box lumber.

There is no perceptible improvement
in the call for hardwoods. The better
grades are s-iling more freely than cheap
lumber, but the large consumets are ap-
parently keeping out of the market as
long as possible. Maple is showing more
strength, while birch and clm are weak.
Basswood still leads both in point of de.
mand and scat.:·ity of suîpply.

CREAT ItRI-IAIN.

The British timb'er market continues ta
be somewhat unsettled. Swedash sh:p-
pers are firm in ther pricers for deals, but
the White Sea exporters are said ta be
offering ta accept a redtuction of ten shil-
lings per standard from late asking
prices. This has led importers ta look
for a general declhne in piices, and conse-
quently buyîng is at a standstil. Sa far
as Canadian deals are concerned, how-
ever, the market seems 10 be steady, al-
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
