PoArOEs are cheap in this city as a result of
the abondant crop of early kinîds, sales in smnall
quantities being made At 40c te 45e per bag,
and in large lots at 30eto 35e perbag. Sales of
car lots have beenmade in the country at 25o to
30c per bag, but holders are now asking more
money. In esrue parts of the United States,
especially in the Southlera part of Ohio, a very
poor crop is reported. In New York 'a gond de-
mand bas been experienced ai slightly better
prices. In Boston, however, heavier receipts
bave caused a decline. ILt is t tothe United
States we must look for an expert outlet for
our potatoes, if there is any.

Advices from the Lower Provinces state
that atthe adjourned meeting of the St.
John Gotton Co., the committee on ways
and mesns submsitted their report in which
they recommended that one of two courses be
adopted, eithser to issue scrip for the moun t
required to carry on the business, whsieh secrip
shouild be a tirst charge on the assois of the
company, or sell the property and wind up the
affairs. The directors were instruced ta send
out cireulars to the -sit ek-hsolders atvisinsg

them of the present financial standing of the
comipany and asking them ta subscribe for the
additional scrip required.

TuE feature of the woUI mairkt i1 Boston
last veek vas a good enquiry for fine wool.s,
which fiud a ready eustomer as soou as offered.

A stronger feeling was aise noticed in fine XX
Ohio fieeces, only a few lots being available,
holders having a strong opinion of tise future.
XX fleece sold at 35c to36c, and X fleece at 32e
te 33c. Stocks in the country are said ta have

been well cleaned up. The total sales of vool
in Boston last week were 3,058,330 lbs., against

2,314,600 Ibs. for the corresponding week last
year, and the total sales since January 1, 1884,

have been 79,721,259 lbs., against 81,735,045
Ibs. tbs the corresponding period of 1883, a de-
crease of 1,013,786 pounds.

AN FiuŽscisco advices of August 21st esti-
mate the new hop crop on tile Pacifie Coast ai
Il fully 6000 bales," and report that the stock
of 1883 crop is exhassted. One alsihority stases
that, "so Jar, abosit 10,000 baies have beei
contracted, of which aboit 3,500 bales early in
tie season at from 124 ta 17J cents."
