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titdde was very.great,and theit delight as strong as
their astonishment. The cstimate mada hy other
scientific persons who were present was, that the
clectri¢ light was equal to twenty of the gas lamps.
and eonscquen(l , that five of these lights would
sullice to light the whole place most britlinntly.
As tegards the expense of production, nothiny
positive has transpired, but ['ihink Lway sofely
assame that it would Ye considerably -less then
that of the generation of gar, whilst the fisstoullay
for machinery and conductors, would not smount
1o 8 Lwenlieth ran of that required for gas works.
There would also be another great advantaye in
the electtic light, It gives out no bad smell; it
emits none of those elements which, in the bumn-
ing of gss, ure injurious to health ; and explosion
would "bo impossihle, The only danger that
would arisa would be at the battery itself, but that
would be under the controul of competent persons ;
and even in thie reapact, there would be no danger,
even to unskilful persone, with an apparatus of
modetate size. Intewnal lighting would be as
practicable as axternal lighting, for by conductors
the fluid would be convayed o every pait of the
bouse. The experiment);erfonr.ed last night was
with a voltaic hattery of two hundred jara com-

osed as follows;—Ist. an outer globe of glass;
gndly“in this globe a cylindec of charcoal, open

st both ends, and plunged into the nitric acid con-

tained in the globe ; 3rdly, in the eylinder of

charcoal a porous porcelain vase, containing aci-
dulated water, (with sulphutic acid,)—Ibis re.

Should the
thing work as well in a general way as it did Jast
night, and the cost be less than that of gas, which
it must be, there will be a dreadful revolution in
the gas works. I have heard it asserted by per-
sons who ore acquainted with Mr., Achereau, the
gentleman who performed the experiment lest
night, that n company for the supply of the electric
light would realize a handsnme profit on charging
only @ sixth of what is now paid for gas, The
strength of the electric light would not appear to
me to excecd that of the hydro oxygen ; butit is
much more simple in the apparatus required, snd
much less costly in the expense of the produciion.
The hydro oxygn light requires a double and most
expensive apparatus, snd is only applicable to a
few localitica; the electric light may be applied
externally and internally in any place,

QUEER TIIEORY OF TIIE FORMER DESTRUCTION OF
THE WORLD.

Tue Alzees, a tribe which inhabited that pmt of
America called Mexico, supposed that four suc-
cessive revolutions had at different epochs destroy-
mankind.—These epochs were called ages, or

The fourth epoch, called the Age of Waler,
happened 4008 yeais after the preceding revolu-
tion, a universal deluge oceurred, in which all men
were turned inlo fishes, except a man and woman.

INDIA AND CHiNaA—Dy an extra mail dirccted
from Calcutla via Suez, arcounts have been received
from Calentta to the 19th Nov. ; Madrid 16th Nov. ;

Although the news frem the Punjaub is not much la-
ler than that received by the last inall, it is stll im-
portant, as contradicting the report of Ifcera Bingh’s
murder ; Lecnoh Singh also survived. And both
thess chiefs, though proviouly opposed to each other,
were reconciled for the momcnt, and wiclded joint-
sway over the Scikh Empire, that is over the 10,000
men collected in tho vicinlly of Lahore.
