Sir,~My purpose, in addressing to- you this
Circular, 18 to speak to you of the reconstruction
of the Cathedral, which as you are aware, was
destrayed by .the great fire of the 8th of July,
1852, You no doubt remember that wm 1857,

His Lordship the Bishop of Montreal annownced
to bis Dioce: s bis resolution to begin the restoration
of the ruins of that building, and that for the ac-

complishment of so praseworthy a design, be:

pimself she.:pamtut:
task of going in person found .bis episcopal eily,
in order to solicit subseriptions in, fpyqr:of the
work. ‘These subscriptions reached a pretty
bigh ﬁgure,"and several ;gdbsicribe’lrsi th,eb' bégan
to pey in whole, or 10 party the - sums by the}n
subscribed for ; but the bad years lbat'fql_lowed.
having determined Monseigneur to saspend the
work, the payment of suoscriptiona was not called
for ; and on several occasiops sums tendered
were refused, seewg that the execution of the
project had been postponed indefimtely. . The
money actually received was employed lor diggig
the toundations of the Cathedral, and for the
purchase of the necessary materiale,

1 bave sioce repeatedly beard it regretted that
Monseigneur had no Cathedral, but with this
all stopped. However during the Pastoral Re-
treat in the month of August last, MM. the
Parish Priests who were met togetber for its re
hgiaus exercises, resolved of their own accord,
to open a subscripfion to enable Monsergnewr
to resume bis project ; and in order that their
subscnplioﬁs might be relied upen, they declared
theémselves ready to grant their promussory notes
for 1he several amounts by them subscribed for—
adding that they would alt do their ntmost with
their severa) parishiopers, to engage them to con-
tribute, according to their meaos, for so bosor-
able a work. This subseription amounted to
about $30.000 ; and from the reports which have
since reached me, T am convinced that they whe
were upable to take part in the Retreat wili
subscribe with equal generosity ; indeed several
amongst tbem seem to complain that the priests
charged with asking for subscriptions had_no-.
hitherto, applied to them, 1o apsociate them io an
uodertaking wortby of the greatest sacrifies.

4 conduct so noble could mot be concealed
from Hw Lordship the Bishcp of Montreal ;
