The amalgamatlon of the facuities of medi-
cine of Laval and Victorla was celehrated
Sonday morning by n brilliant religious
pageaat and a solemn Puntifical mase at the
Church of Noire Dame. Long before the
hour for service the church »nd its sarronnd-
ings were filled by au immense orowd who
afterwards thronged into the sacred previnets
to tuke part fn the memorabls religlona cere-
mony and to hear the eloguent ssrmon
preached by the beloved Bishop of Sher-
brooke, [Even the immenge seating oapusity
of the immense caurch wuoa taxed to It
atmost by the large attendance, and the alalee
wers ocoupled by those of the falthfcl unable
to find eeats. The chancel was a ulotare.
Great streamers of red, white and bluo were
puspended f{rom the roof ; aroungd the sides
were white and blue bannerate bearlng euit-
able mottoee, and tae rails were coverad with
a plctoresque cloth of piok and cream alier-
pated, These o additien to the permanent
beansia? of the edifice, made up a magaificent
whole, ,

THE ARCHBISHOP'S ENTRNOE.

Promptly at 9 30 tho members of the faculty
met in tha Cabinet de Leoture, and woon
piterwards & procession was formed thus :
Gentlomen of the Seminary, theological stu-
dents ie surplicss, Archbishop Fabre, accom-
panied by his Guards, Bivhop Morreaa, of St
Hyscinthe, Bishop Raciae, of Sherbrooke,
Arohbishop Tache, of St. Bomiface, the
faculty of theclogy, the professors of
law snd  the  professors of the
medical faculty of the amalgamated institu-
tlon, Ae the processisn pasned into the
churoh, His Grace Archbishop Fabre guve bis
blessing to the crowd, who knelt in humble
obedience, When arrlved in the chancel it
wat seen that nearly 200 prieets and ecclesias-
tises were presont. Archblshop Fabre ocos-
pied a Boat on the threne, with his brother
arohbishops at his eide, and Kev. Abbe
Proulx, vice rector of Laval, occupled a sent
in front of the aitsr, with the Rev. Abbe De
Foville, dean of the facuity of theology, Ion.
Dr. Chanveau,dean of the faculty of law, and
Dr. D'Orsonnens, the oldest member of the
facoley of medicie, areund him, Dr.
Hingaton was prevented from boing prosent
on oocount of illnese, His Grace Bilshop
Morresu celebrated mass, which was fally
pontifical, and most eelemn In Iue obaraster,
thn choir, which !~aladed repreentatives of
avery religious order in the city, giving a pur-
foct repdition of the beautifnl music.

AN ELOQUENT SERMON,

His Grace Blshop Raclne preached a most
-alequent sermon from the wordz of the pslm-
ist David : **It 1a the Lord who has doune it,
snd 1t is admirable in our syea.” He vecalled
the prophotic words spoken on the 183h May,
1642, by the Jesnlt Father Guimond to the
littls colony of Montreal : ““This which you
geo ia nothing but a graia of mustard seed,
but this graln of mustard seed wili produce a
large tree.” The prophecy has been falfitlsd,
Afterwards M, Olier founded the Ssmloury
of St. Sulpice. The mantion of this nams
recallod the heroicbsaglnnings of Villa Marle ;
it recalled Maissoneuvs and the sainted Mar-
guerite Bourgeoles ; i recalled the hervio cos-
duot of Dolao and his sixty companicns, who
saved the colouy at the cost ot their lives.
When wo contemplated from the heights of
that mountain—which Cartler jastly called
Mount Royal—this besutiful city, with its
glorlouns buildings aud ite rich institutionr,
we mnet bless Providenge for having made
the little grain of mustard eeed into 8o large
a tree, and must repeat the werds of the king-
ly David : It la the Lord who has dons it,
and it 1s admirable in eur ayas.” .

THE UNION OF THE UNIVERSITIES

To all its glories Montreal has now added
the privilege of vniversity {natruction. The
presence of the reanited facaltles shat day in
that tample of the ohuvch loudly proclaimed
that man still needsd God, that science need-
ed religion. The alm of religion is the en-
largement of the kingdom of Jesus Chrlet on
earth, By the atudy of nolsnce and letters
God lg glorified, religion i3 better known and
hetter loved, and the proper splrit is develop
ed, What wag this university ? It iaa Ca-
tholis and eclentific asscciation, instructing
the young, bat ptanding always firm in the
falth, Although faith was superlorto reason
thers ought not$ !5 be any diecord between
falth and remeon. for eventhe profane aol-
enoer drew ua near to God. The church is
not, therefore, opposed to sclentific truths ;
farfrom 1It.

ADVICE TO THE PROFESSORS,
Addressing himself to the professors, the
preacher told them they should light the
torech whioh should shine with the divine
light, to wage war agalnst ignorance and to
lustruct men, The erection of Laval uni-
versity was the crowning aot of the sacrifices
which were imposed upon our fathers for ths
‘propagition of solence and letters. All those
who love thelr country hailed with enthualasm
the ereotion of Laval university. The Holy
Father, Lso XIII, Ina letter addressed to
the clergy of Lower Oanada felicltating them
upon the saorifices made by them in order to
malntaln his power and proclaim his aanotity,
had proolaimed that Laval university was the
#ola Oatholio university in Lower Canada.
They were not only bound to respeot the
worda of the Holy Father, but all should fesl
{t » duty to co-operate in the great work of
‘Catholle  educatlon., The glory of our
country. depended upen the unlon of all our
forces, Let them, therefore, mot give to
thelr weparated brethren the sad speatacle of
lsnnion. O ‘

Turning to His Grace Archblshop Fabre,
-and complimenting bim upon the -celebration
-of the enccess of his labors en this 13th
"Octaber, the fete of hie patron Salot Kdward,
the preacher oonoluded with . thexe words :
May you liva  iong, Monselgneor; live for

.aurioular confeesfon mny be practiced by and

meny years for the good of your people ; and
bless with your benedictions the city of Moa-
treal and Laval untversity.”

A B0OLEMN CEREMONY.

Tho beautiful bymn, Venri Creator Spiritus,
having been mest impressibly sung by all the
Seminarians, Archbishop Fabre took his place
in front of the altar, with the Archbishop of
8t, Boniface on his right, Vica-Rector Proulx
of Laval next repeated a long and formal de-
claration of the catholicity of hia prineiples
and, by kissing the missal, took the cathh to
always abide by the principles of the Crthelic
cnurch, and tosee that in the university no
dootrine sheuld ever be $aught contrary to its
principlea Then each member of the faculty
csme forward in turn and signifiad hls assent
to the oath by also klselng the missal, sach
profzcsor as he advanced being recognized by
the Archblshop as taking tha osth, Hie
Graca then Iptoned tae e Deum, during
which the Sominarlans lsft the church, fol-
lewed by the various members «f the facalty
and the bishops, Archbishep Fabre agein be-
stowing hia bleseing on the assembdled faithfal.
[a the Sominary congratnlations wers ex-
changed, and the celebration emnded with a
graod dinoor te the Archbishop, thes Vize
Reotor, and the other visitizg clergy.

The Relations of the English and
Roman Churches.

We And tho following bold utierancesin
cur morniog contemporary. Coming from tha
pep of an Eaglish chnrehman they will un-
doubtedly be read with greut interest :—

To the Editor of the Qazetle «

Sir,—A¢ the late meeting of the Provincial
Syned a motion was brought up, wad, I
belleve, referred to & committes, embodylng
a resolution to see what steps can be takea
to meet the advancing power of the Romun
hterarchy in this province, Now, sir, Iam
an Eaglish charchman, & priest, one who is
thoroughly loyal vo his church’s teaching who
loves her, who belleves her to be ons branch,
ana the purest branch, of the Catholic churob,
one to wnom, iG the face of history, conver-
slon to Rome would be an impossibility ; but
I want to ask, with all the due respect to snch
an august and representative body asthe
Provinoial synod, what husiness have we to
meddle with thla question ? If the Romanr

withold comment and certalnly censure on
the work of another and larger and more
aotive branck of the one Catholle Apostelic
churck. We have our own work to do, and
God koows it {8 far from being done yes. As

a pnation and as & church we enjoy eelf-com- |

placency. Wae love onr missionary meetings
and we love our synods. We love to meot
together and sing hymna in which we des
cribe ourselves as acldiers, as one army, as
men whose one objact and alm in life in to
apread Chrlet’s kingdem., But—butwhat are
the faots? In the face of other and more
self-denylug commanities in the Catholic
Chuoroh, 1 almoet blush to write them. That
& man shor!d be married, as all allow, in the
majority of cesee adde to his bappiness and
possibly righteousness ; but that marriage is
neceseary in oll cases or that men with great
objzcts before them may frequently, with pro-
fit, deny themselves the luxury of a home, no
one will gaineny, Takiog Eagland, hew-
ever, as ouae part of the church, from which
we may fairly raagon %o the whole, whav do
we find? Oae hundred pounds will not go

far to support, educass and clothe a family in |

the old comntry; but, taking inte considera-
tlon that there are © good many upmarried
clergy in England, 1 thick we msay eafely as-
sume that on ar average that sum is anounally
spent by priests on their wives and children,
in additien to thefr own Individual expenses.
Now, at a low computrtion, allowing thare
are {wenty-two thousand clergy in Eagland
and Wales, wo find that the Charch of
Eogland, In the percons of har ministers, (in
the colonles there are widows' and orphane’
funds (o sdditlon) pays out, a% the loweet
reckoning, the astoundiog sum of £2,2¢0,000
for the privilege of clerical marrisge. And
the same church, with all ite mtssionary
moztings, with all its self-complacenoy, and
Fymn-singing, pays out @o spread Christ’e
kingdom among the heathen the misereble
{comparativoly) sam of £486,0682, Two mil
Jions and more spent te progure luxury and
comfort, which, though deslrable, are not ab
golutely necessary, and which multitudes of
other Catbolic priests do without, and less
than half a milllon spent by churchmen, lay
snd clerical, to procure that end for which
the saints of old were willing to ehed their
blood ! Bere then ia no cause for congratu-
lation cor seif-assertion. To be sure we have
sn absolute right to epend cur money as we
llke, bat which do we worship more, the
home life or the Christ life?

Already have I trespassed too mucb upoo
yonr space, I will only cenclade by urglog
my fellow-charchmea to be fair and impar-
tial, to be dissatisfiad with our preeent stand
ard and to long to raleeit.

A FIENDISH ACT

Attempt to Murder a Priest by FPolsoned
Sacramental Wine.

ONEIDA, N.Y,, Oct, 9.—The Rev, Fataer
Kully, of this place, is serlously ill, and the
aircumsetancesconnected with his illnesa polnt
to & orime of murderous intent, Ho cele-
brated mase in the cburch yesterdasy moru-
iog and partook of about two teaspoonfals
of the wine, when he was at omoe solz:d
with great paine aud a burniog sensailon at
tae stomach, which he regarded as symp
toms eof poleoning. He quickly retired
from the altar, wnd, msking known his
situation, sent immediately to a dragglstfor
some antidote. Tne emstic had the desired
effeot of relievicg hils stomach, but none tea
soon. A physlcian was enmmoned, and ap-
plled the best known remedies for poison,
Fatber Kelly was deathly asick when con-
veged to his home, One of the parishioners
yesterday went to Syracuse to have the wine
in the bottle analyzed. Several tests were
mude, cach disclosing the presence of arsealo
in large quantities, The theory in that some
one entered the churob by monns of a false
key on Sanday or Monday night and pat the
deadly drug in the emall bottle of wine lefs
there, as arsenic was found soattered on the

altar.

Fresh and Interesting Develspments in the
Cronin Case, :

Curcago, Qcteber 12.—Judge Horton to-
day ixeued sn crder fur a special grand jury
to Invustigate the attempts at jury *‘ ixiog”

Huoks and Mark Salmos, oriminal court
hailiffs, are uader arrest, charged with pack-
ing the Crontn jury.
Three naw suspeota wero arreated here yes-
tordsy for slleged complicity in the marder
of Dr. Cronin. Before they were arrested,
Chief of Police Hubbard hnd & long taik with
o prisoner in the jail vamed Gillivan. The
three snspects were taken into thoe State
Attorney’s ¢ flize, and, it Is sald, made state-
ments. The authorlties refuse to say any-
thing about the new prisoners, whose names
oven hava not bean made known,
At 11.20 p.m. soven men w ere In the Siate
Attornay’s ollice, presumably undergoing ex-
amioation.
Jnrcaco, Ootobsr 13 —Sucret conferences
and romors of further nrreets tell the story
of new devolopmeats In the Cronin ocase to-
nlgat, The state's attorney and hls asunol-
atos were in private sersion. All the lawyers
for the Gefcnce were generally believed to be
in close confab cleewhere, At 1] p.m. it won
kaown that a new arrest hod been made and
the prisoner taken for conceslment to an snt
lying polloe atatlon.  Two cthar arra:ts were
expectad before midnilght., 1itwnrd Hoag-
Iand, who copfessed to haviug engoged ina
plat to fix thoe Cronin  jury implivates
Kavsnagh and O'Doorall aa the men through
whom heo was drawn irto tho business.

A WIDE REAOHING PLOT.

Onicaco, October 14.—The grand jury this
afternoon roturned an indictmend agaivat John
Graham, » clerk iu A, 8. Trude's law office, for
connecbion with the Cronin jury bribery, also,
trae bille against the six men arrested Saturday.
One of the State Attcrnoy's assistants aaid to-
doy : ** Bailitfs Solomon and Hanks snd Tom
Kavonagh bave agreed o tell all they know
about the plob. We are sure, therefore, of
reaching the head and front of the conspiracy.”
The excitemens about the oriminal cours-build-
ing wos so intense thie afterncon thab it was ue-
censary to luck and bar the outside doors. John
Girnhom, the indicted clerk, was arrested Sun-
day night, and bas been locked up ever singe.
He was the man who was to put up the money
with which to brihe the jurors, and it is asserted
hy Judgs Liongenecker that the evidence against
him ie very copclusive,

After presenting the indiotments the grand
jury adjourned for the afternoon. The State
Attorney says the cose by no means unda with
the vresent tndictments, but will be very much
more far reaching tisn the mosb sanguine can
suppoea. Othor indictments may be expected
to follow in short order. 'When the matter ia
ripe the State Attoroey or one of his assooiates,
will give o detailed account of another branch of
jury bribing conipiracy. Tt is the intention of
vhe authorities to railroad all the men under in-
dictmant to priscn ax fast as posaible, Although
Ckicago haa received » good many shocks in
thn pass few yesrs, there never has been o time
when the community was &0 excited, and
nothing elae is talked of. Whatsympathy there
may have been for the men on trial charged
with Oronin’s murder is now dissipated.
