This Hospital is attended by the practi-
tioners of the three schools, ;\IXL)¥11t.llic,
Homaopathic and Eclectic, and the pa-
tients are assigned to each school in the
following proportion. (utot every thirty
patients, 19 are assigned to the Allopaths;
6 to the Homceopaths, and 5 tothe JEclec-
tics. The nursing is done by the Illinois
Training School for nurses, and is the
same for all patients. The internes are
Allopathic 12, Homaopathic 4 and Eclec-
tic 4. The cases discussed in the follow-
ing table are taken from the first of
January 1895, and are traced back until
each school has had, and treated to a
conclusion an equal number of cases in
each disease considered.

A TEST IN PHARMACAL “ ETHICS.”

Mr. A. E. Schubert of Fostoria, Olio,*

in the course of a paper on pharmacal
ethics, relates this account of a practical
test of the professional integrity and
competency of retail druggists in agiven
section of his state—a section, by the way
probably the equal in professional intel-
ligence and honesty of the average com-
munity in Ohic and other states. “I
espoused the thought,” remarks Mr.
Schubert, “that it would be a capital
idea to write a prescription of easy com-
position and analysis, to see how many
druggists would fill it correctly. I setto
work immediately mailing to each of
fifty physicians one of the prescriptions,
atthe same time asking him to write it
as a prescription ot his own, send some
friend with it to his druggist to have it
filled, a copy taken and returned to me
with the compounded prescription. Out
of the fifty requests sent out, I received
thirty-seven answers. The prescription
called for a three-ounce preparation, but
placing them side by side I tound twenty-
one to be three-ounce preparations, seven
were in size four ounces, while the rest
ranged in size from five to eight ounces.
It was to be anemulsion ; nineteen werc
of that composition, the remainder were
far from being true to that name. In

color, when correctly filled, it would be
nearly white; of these twenty-two were
true in color, while the remainder ranged

from a steel gray to nearly all the known

hues. The principal active ingredient

was the acetate of morphine; thirtcen

only contained this, the remainder prin-

cipally contained the sulphate. Qut of ;

the entire number returned, eleven were
found to be filled corvectly. The re-
mainder were base substitutions, eitl.er
through ignorance or intention. Ofthe
eleven that were correct, nine came fi ‘m
the hands of Ph. G.s, the remaining wo
were compounded by old and relinble
druggisis in the city. Of the twenty six
not properly filled we found five Ph. s,
the remainder being country drug.isis
having very littie experjence in this!ine
and located, with but few exception,
