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The question is being raised i Englan d whether Field
Artillery lias not Iost miuch of thc advantage whichi it for-
merly possesscd over infantry as the imniediate consequence
of the introduction of the '303 magazine rifle. It is pointed
out that this weapon lias an effective range of a mile and a
haif, and that a battery of Artillery wvouid very probably be
quickly silenced did it take up a position much within this
distance of a battalion of Infantry armied with these long
range rifles. It is tirged that at a mile and a haif Artillery
fire is of very slight effect, unless using sheil with timie fuses,
and that percussion shelis would be practically of no effect
whatever, because though at point blank ranges a percus-
sion sheli striking the grotind fifty yards iii front of a line of
Infantry would do terrible execution, wvhen an elevation is
given to tic giîn that restilts in the sheli missile falling aL-
most vcrtically its explosion simI)ly causes a sort of crater, a
foot or so iii diainter, at the bottoni of whicbi is fragments
rernain. Infantry oficers dlaimi that Plutnners arc now placed
on the borns of a dilenti)a-tbiey niust cither content themi-
selves withi their present weapons and fighit at ranges at
which niuch of their utility would bc lost, or to obtaîn long-
er range they must lengthien their grns, thus increasing
their weighit and therefore sacrificing niobility.
