Free transportation on first entry will be granted as follows:—

(i) From their home to the port of embarkation—No travelling expenses
if distance is less than 500 miles. If distance is over 500 miles, they will be
allowed travelling expenses at the rate of 4¢. a mile for the number of miles
beyond 500 necessarily travelled between the place in Canada at which they
reside and the port of embarkation.

(ii) Free transportation to England, and in England from port of disem-
parkation to port at which they join the Training ship.

~Nore.—Ocean transportation and rail transportation in England will be
arranged by the Department.

Issue of passport free of charge will be arranged by the Department.
