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appropriate to the mandate and will not damage 
Canada's relations with other states ; whether 
Canadian participation will jeopardize other 
commitments; whether there is a single 
identifiable authority competent to support the 
operation and influence the disputants; and 
whether participation is adequately and equitably 
funded and logistically supported. Moreover, each 
of our current commitments is routinely reviewed in 
light of these criteria.3

Parliamentary Comment

The issue was not raised in the House of Commons.
