
ICONDESK 4.4 Basics 
Browsing multiple messages - 

To browse multiple messages: 

O Open any of the Folders or the Accepted window. 

• Select all of the messages to be read using standard Windows conventions (Ctrl + Click, Shift-Click) 

O Click on the Browse button on the Tool Bar or 
Select File from the Menu Bar and click on Browse. 
[The first message is displayed in the Message window and the subsequent messages 
are iconified at the bottom of the Browse window.] 

O Read your first message, then click on Next on the Tool Bar. (This step allows the next message to be 
automatically displayed and the current message is iconified.) 

O After all the messages have been read, exit the Browse window.
