
2. Each Party shaHl ensure that persons with a legally recognized mnterest under its
law in a particular matter have appropriate access to administrative, quasi-judicial or
judicial proceedings for the enforcement of the Party's environmental laws and
regulations.

3. Private access to remedies shall include rights, in accordance with the Party's
law, such as:

(a) to sue another person under dhat Party's jurisdiction for dlamages;

(b) to seek sanctions or remedies such as monetary penalties, emergency
closures or orders to mitigate the consequences of violations of its
envîronmental laws and regulations;

(c) to request thc competent authorities to take appropriate action to
enforce that Party's environmental laws and regulations in order to
protect the environment or to avoid environmental harm; or

(d) to seek injunctions where a person suffers, or may suifer, loss, damage
or injury as a resuit of conduct by another person under that Party's
jurisdiction contrary to that Party's environmentai laws and regulations
or fromn tortious conduct.

Article 7: Procedural Guarantees

1. Each Party shail ensure that its administrative, quasi-judicial and judicial
proceedings referred to in Articles 5(2) and 6(2) are fair, open and equitable, and to
this end shall provide that such proceedings:

(a) comply with due process of law;

(b) are open to Uic public, except where Uic administration of justice
otherwisc requires;

(c) entitie thc parties to Uic proceedings to support or defend their
respective positions and to present information or evidence; and

(d) are not unnecessarily complicated and do not entail unreasonable
charges or time liniits or unwarranted delays.

2. Each Party shall provide Uiat fina decisions on thc merits of Uic case in such
procecdings are:

(a) ini writing and preferably state the reasons on which thc decisions are
based;

(b) made available without undue delay to Uic parties to Uic proccedings
and, consistent wiUi its law, to the public; and

(c) based on information or evidence in respect of which the parties wcrc
offered Uic opportunity to be heard.

3. Bach Party shail provide, as appropriate, that parties to such proceedings have
Uic right, in accordance wiUi its law, to seek review and, where warrated, correction
of final decisions issued in such proceedîngs.
