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The same thing is true with regard te seeds
and so on. There is ini this order a iist of a
large number of articles, ai af which are
necessary to the farmers; and I submit ta the
house that we must have same kind of regula-
tion ta protect the price for farmers and for
labourers in this country. We must also keep
in mind that in the past the prices af farm
products were nlot always on a par with those
of manufactured products.

I wish ta put on the record a list showing
the index of the wholesale prices, prices of
manufacturéd. goods and af farm products
compared with one another. I would ask the
permission of the house ta put that list an
Hansard without reading it, because it is
anly a matter of statistics and it is nlot
lengthy.

Mr. SPEAKER: Has the hon. member
leave ta put this iist on Hansard?

Some hon. MEMBERS: Agreed.

This Iist proves that, for the years 1943 ta
1946, on accaunt of contrais, prices of farm
products compare advantageously with manu-
factured products.

On behaif of the farmers and lahourers I
wish ta support the principle of this bill in
order ta avoid a disproportionate increase in
the price of manufactured goods and in order
that rensonabie prîces for farm products may
be maintajned. What wauld bc the situation
af farmers who are having difficuity in secur-ý
ing help for their farm work if prices of farm
products cannot be maintained? What would
be their situation if they were ta be cailed
upan ta pay irom fiity ta one hundred per
cent more for agriculturai impleinents or the
numerous other articles which. they are obliged
ta buy? On the other hand, at what price
wouid they seIl their production? It is obvions
that monopalies would do their best them-
selves ta contrai production and ta determine
ini a reiatively short time prices ai their awn
choice. However 1 do nlot like contrais for
the pleasure ai having contrais, but I prefer
ta see them exercised by the government
rather than by monopolies.

In the Iight oi the trend this debate hms
taken ta date, I should like ta say a few
words as a member from Nova Scotia. May
I say, at the outzet, that one af the most
striking points in the debate an contrais is
the use af the word "bureaucrat" by apposi-
tion members.

members when civil service matters are under
discussion suddenly become pawer-hungry
bureaucrats when the government policy an
contrais is being debated.
