Mr. Speaker, I would also like to congratulate the Hon.
Prime Minister who, faced witb the concerns of young people,
has appointed a Minister of State for Youth to, deal specifical-
ly witb their problems. This is an initiative that my constitu-
ents approve of.

1 would also like to draw the attention of the Prime Ninister
to the wish expressed by the Fédération des personnes âgées
du Québec, which has 175,000 members in Quebec and wbose
former President, Mr. François Urbain Roux, lived in my
riding of Arthabaska. Tbeir message, reprinted in the paper
Vie nouvelle de l'âge d'or, in the October 1984 issue, said in
particular and 1 quote:

We ast you. Mr. Prime Mînister. always to consuit with the senior c[tizens of
Canada before making any decision concerning them. because the builders of
yesterday deserve the consîderation and attentions of their sons, today's leaders.
as the full cilzens they continue to be.

1 want to tell this House that senior citizens, their club with
the largest membership of more tban 2,200 in the province of
Quebec being in my riding of Victoriaville, are concerned, and
they would like to see a renewal in the social justice measures
concerning them. 1 am assured that this government will be
able to take their dlaims seriously. Mr. Speaker, I thank you
for the opportunity to talk about the expectations of my
constituents, and particularly about the hopes they put in this
new goverfiment.

The Minister of State for Small Businesses Mr. Bissonnette.

Mr. Bissonnette: Mr. Speaker, 1 would like to congratulate
the Hon. Member for Lotbinière (Mr. Tremblay) for his
speech. You will have noticed, Mr. Speaker, that the value of
the candidates recruited by the Progressive Conservative Party
is most impressive. The Hon. Member for Lotbinière spoke of
young people, older people, poultry producers and other very
interesting issues. He also mentioned the industry and ail the
otber concerns in his own riding.

(Mr. Vincent). Tberefore, 1 would like to know if it is a fact
that the Hon. Member asked for your agreement.

Mr. Treniblay (Lothinière): Mr. Speaker, 1 tbank tbe Hon.
Member for Montreal-Sainte- Marie (Mr. Malépart) for
sbowîng an interest in the problems faced by people living in
tbe riding of Lotbinière. However, considering many tbings he
said in tbe last few days, I find good reasons to doubt his
concern for my constituents is genuine. Moreover, 1 must add
that 1 bave acted without waiting to be consulted. 1 decided to
take tbe first steps on my own. [n fact, in the document tabled
by tbe Minister of Finance (Mr. Wilson) for the President of
tbe Treasury Board (Mr. de Cotret), you may find that,
possibly because of my intervention, what is mentioned is flot a
cancellation but a delay until furtber studies are done.

1 would like to deal witb something else, Mr. Speaker. 1 am
rather amazed by the bragging from the Member for Mont-
real-Sainte- Marie. He is talking about tbe plant laboratory in
my riding as if it were in existence. In fact, that project was
supposed to be implemented over several years and be com-
pleted only in 1987-88.
