I will
take the question as notice and I am sure the minister
will respond accordingly.

COPYRIGHT ACT

MEASURE TO AMEND

Ms. Barbara Greene (Don Valley North) moved for
leave to introduce Bill C-316, an act to amend the
Copyright Act (fair use).

Madam Deputy Speaker: Shall the hon. member have
leave to introduce the said bill?

Some hon. members: Agreed.

Ms. Greene: Madam Speaker, after considerable con-
sideration and consultation, I have produced a bill which
I think goes a long way to alleviate the concerns of users
about the copyright legislation currently in place, while
protecting the initiatives of the government to encour-
age the establishment of collectives and protect creators’
rights.

This bill actually provides an incentive for creators to
join collectives and make their work accessible to users.
At the same time, it provides an appropriate balance
with respect to the rights of users such as educators,
librarians, politicians and other people in our society who
need to communicate, and the rights of society in
general.

Motion agreed to, bill read the first time and ordered
to be printed.
