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Honorable Paul David: Honourable senators, 1 woul>. 'ýe ta
join those who have already spoken ta express how a Queoecer
can feel about this difficuit situation we are faced wjth.

1 understand very well senator Frith's motion. 1 believe as a
matter of fact that a certain protection should have been or
should be provided for in the Act iself in order ta preserve the
Officiai Languages Act.

On another matter, in the province of Quebec, 1 know that
serious negatiations have been going on for years, and more
intensely these last six mnonths, with Dorval and Mirabel
airport authorities in order to establish a corporation combin-
ing bath airports. Many boards of trade and important organi-
zations have discussed this project, which will soon became
realitv and is in its last stages. We have had the minister's
assurances that this clause, which affects Quebec less than
New Brunswick, senators Simard, Corbin and Thériault, that
this clause will be respected and included in the contract which
is now going through its last stages of examination.

In the same vein, 1 believe that as francophones we should
be sensitive ta the difficulties which people can have in a
province like New Brunswick. 1 believe that we should express
ta yau what ou., feelings are for you every time we can.

Sa, 1 amn torn betwecn two feelings, anc is ta go ahead and
reach an agreement as quickly as possible because there is a
lot at stake ecanomnically for bath airports, and the other is ta
provide guarantees for any lease you will have ta sign in
Mancton. For that reason, 1 believe that a sensible but sensi-
tive analysis of these two feelings leads me ta vote, in spite of
abjections that 1 undcrstand very well, against Senator Frith's
motion.

1 hope ta discaver ways within the next few months ta
include in some amendment relating ta this bill a provision
quite similar ta the anc your are praposing.

Senator Thériault: Honourable senators, wauld Senator
