8t. Louls, July 24.—The majority. re-
‘port on tlh"e platform of the People’'s
party is substantially as reported last
night, and was read to the conven-
tion this afternoon.

J. 8. Coxey (O.), as representing the
minority of the Committee on Plat-
form, read other propositions .to be
{added to the platform, among them
being these: Non-interest bearing
bonds, good roads, extension of sui-
frage to women and the ownership and
control by the Government of every
irdustry necessary to the welfare of
th¢ community. .

At the request of some delegates, the
financial plank of the platform was
agalin read, and it was expiained that
the various propositions in the minor-
ity report were intended as supplement-
ary to the majority report.

Ignatius Donneliy Objects.

¢ Ignatius Donnelly (Minn,) took ex-
ception -to this phrase in ‘the platform
as to land: ‘“Private land monopoly
as well as alien “ownership shall be
prohibited.” Their enemies would say,
Mr. Donnelly remarked, that that was
a system under which all property was
to be put in the hands of the Govern-
ment. On such a proposition, the Peo-
ple’s party would be overwhelmingly
defeated. He suggested that the phrase
iehould be accompanied by the words:
“*Subject to the right of every human
being to a home on the land.” (Cries
of ""Good”).

Mr. Kearby, on the part of the.min-
ority, stated an objection to the,plat-
fcrm to be that it was too elaborate
and too much like the one adopted at
Chicago.
