General Fitzhugh Lee,United States Consul-
Generatl at Havana, Says the Cabans
Will Get Independ: Unaided

‘Wishington, D.C., Sept. 18.—General
¥itzhugh Lee will return as Consul-
General to Cuba. He had a long con-
sultation with the President it the
White House to-day. The conference
lasted almost two hours. General Lee
gave his own views very freely to the
President, but, after the interview, was
wery reticent about the nature of the
report he had made. Secretary of War
lAlger was also present at the confer-
ence. General Lee said the President
had not given him an outline. of his
policy. It is evident, however, that the
President is deeply impressed with the

critical character of the situation in
Cuba, as described by General Lee, as
it is understood that at the conference
*ha strongly urged the Consul-General
to retain his office at least for the pre-
sent and to return to Havana at his
earliest conveniemce. As it has been
strongly  intimated for several months
that ex-Representative Aldrich woaid
succeed General Lee at Havana and
that the latter probably would not re-
turn, the President's action to-day is
construed to mean that he thinks it
inadvisable to make a change at this
junecture. 3

General Lee left here this afte:noon
For Covington; Va, but before .his de-
parture admitted that he would return
to Cuba as soon as he had arranged
his ‘private affairs, probably about the
middle of October. In private conver-
sation with close personal friends Gen-
eral Lee has expressed himself vigor-
ously as to the situation in Cuba and
has been very emphatic in his condem-
mation off some of General Weyler's
methods.

No Opening Now for Interference.

He says thére is no opening now for
the active interference of the V/nited
States, as the Spanish have releaced
‘nmearly all the American prisoners, while
Congress has relieved the wants of the
suffering concentrados in the towns.
American interests have already been
destroyed, so that there is really no
commercial reason for interference,

General Lee says to his friends and
also told the President that the insur-
gents are now on top and will certainly
achieve their own salvation without as-
sistance. General Lee believes Spain
has lost the island beyend . recovery.
Under the circumstances, “he says, it is
the insurgents who would refuse auto-
nomy without hesitation, and they have
already practically achieved their inde-
pendence. He informed the President
that the insurgents have improved the
rainy season to equip themselves better
than ever before. The Spanish, on the
other hand, have suffered greatly from
disease and through frauds in the com-
missary, fro mlack of clothes and food
suitable for the climate.

The Consul-General is of the epinion
that the United States can now afford
fto stand aside and witness the indepen-
dence of the island through the unaided
efforts of the insurgents. He predicts
that before the winter is well along
‘Weyler and his staff will be besieged
in Havana by a triumphant army of in-
surgents, and then the Upited States
can take a short cut and acknowleage
the independence of Cubax t

General Lee’s revort has assured the
President that the insurgents’ cause will
mot suffer by delay, but that about the
time Congress meets there will be au-
thentic reports of Cuban victories am-
ply sufficient to justify the President in
ralling the attention of Congress to the
changed condition of affairs. '

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THE YELLOW FEVER.

Eleven New Cases Reported at Mobile,
Making Eighteen to Date and
Two Deaths.

Washingtqp, Sept.18.—A message from
Dr. Glem;nn to Surgeon-General Wy-
inan, received to-night, reports 11 new
cases of yellow fever at Mobile, mak-
ing a total to date of eighteen, with two
deaths.

Surgeon Sawtelle, in a message from
Atlanta, received to-night, informs the
surgeon that Atlanta has practically be-
ccme a distributing point for refugees
from the infected districts. He thinks
the climatic conditions are such there
that the fever cannot get a footholl.
but that all necessary precautions will
be taken. About 250 refugees traveling
north have been furnished with health
certificates, leaving about 500 'still in
the city."

66 cents for wheat testing 53 1bs., while 60
1bs. standard wheat was worth 86 cents.
Now, while I bave no interest, directly or
indirectly, in the Toronto wheat market, It
is wel for the public to xnow (since this
matter is being ventilated in the news-
papers) that unfortunately Ontario in some
parts -had a wet harvest (Toronto belng the
centre where wheat was the most sprouted
by wet weather of any part of Ontario),
and wheat sufficiently sprouted to test less
than 56 and 57 1bs. to the measured bushel
has lost its bread-making qualities, and

 PEACE TREATY SIGNED
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in favor of a regular tariff war with
the United States is more vigorous than
ever.

The Deutsch Zeitung, the leading or-
gan of the Agrarians, in an article in-
spired by high Government officials,
says: . :

“In spite of the desire to retalinte
against the United States, the hands cf
 the Government are unfortunately tied
to a large extent. As experience has
clearly demonstrated, Germany cannot
do without many American staples, such
as cotton and petroleum and, to a
smaller degree, cereals. But in answer
to the chicanery with' which (ierman
sugar is being treated by the United
Stutes, the German  Government will
henceforth treat American meats and
other preserves with similar stringency.
Laws will be passed making mei in-
spection much more rigid, and these
laws will be extended to every kind.of
food preserves.”

A TRIUMPH OF SCIENCE,

Prof, Milne’s Earthgunake-Recording Ap-
paratus Proved Wonderfully Correct.

London, Sept. 19.—Prof. Jochn Milne
furnishes wonderful proof of the exact
reliability of the earthquake-recording
apparatus, even when almost the dia-
meter of the globe from the scene of dis-
turbance. e writes: “While at the
British Association. meeting in Toronto
I exhibited a seismogram which had
been forwarded from my station on the
Isle of Wight. This was the record of
a large earthquake, the duration of
which had been three hours: I'rom the
general character of the diagram, ana
because the prelminary tremors had a
duration of 36 minutes, I suggested that
the ceIntre of ltll:le disturbance was i?, or
near Japan, and, if so, originated there
on Aug. 5, about 9.06 a.m.

“On Aug. 26, when I left Toronto, no
news of such an earthquake had been
received. I now find by mail advices,
dated New York, Aug. 30, that in Japan
there was an earthquake and tidal wave,
accompanied by much loss of  life, on
Aug. 5 and 6. Capt. Sfnow of Yuko-
hama, in a letter dated Aug. 5, says:

“ ‘While I am writing a heayy, slow
oa-rt.lvlquake is going on. It is mow 9.14
a.m. :

“The character of the motion felt by
Snow indicates that Yokohama was a
considerable distance, possibly 600
wiles, from the place of origin of the
disturbance. Therefore the time fhe
earthquake took place was at least five
gﬁnutgg earlier than mnoted by Capt.
Snow, iy :

Stumbling
after her was the maid, one hand cut and
bleeding, the' other holding a 1rightened
babe to her breast.

Someone had called a policeman. He
found Cook in his room. The policeman
says the actor looked unconcerned and de-
nied everything. He was arrested, charged
with attempting to kill his wife.

A carriage took Mrs. Cook, her child and
maid to the home of mer parents at No.
265 West Seventy-third-street. She is silent
regarding all that happened berween her
and her husband. .

Cook telegraphed to varfous persons, but
no one went to his cell last night.

Patrolman MecGloin, who arrested Cook,
thought the wounds 01§ the women were 11-
flicted with an ax, but he returned to une

olice station last night without having
ound any weapon.

Augustus Cook is a prominent figure on
the Rialto. He played the part of Na-
poleon in ‘“Madame Sans-Gene* ]ast season,
and was with Daniel Fronman at the Ly-
ceum several years ago, where he made
many hits in ‘‘character” roles.
