INNER LIGHTS OF THE WAR.

The Suddenness With Which Many
Fond Parents and Wives Have
Heard of Their Bereavement,

The more one goes about, the more .he
sadness of this wur 18 brougat home to on~.
Everywhere you hear some new story of
the life-long sorrow which it has brought
to sowe home. You bear of some fatuer,
. whose wson, the pride of uls life, has been
killed; of some mother, to whom all the
rest of her days must be darkness thru the
loss of one who was the heart of her heart,
writes 1. P. O'Connor. One of the most
tragle of the storles is that of Lord Rob-
erts, with which tue world is already quite
famillar. What the world perhaps does
not know is that in this case, as in mauny
others. the news of the loss came with &
suddenness that enormously aggravated
the blow. Lord Roberts, anxlous, perbaps,
to avoid the amount of questionings to
which he might be subjected if he went
fo a Service club, went to the Athenaeam,
of which he is also a member, for his
lunch. As he was sitting alone, over his
meal, he heard somebody who evidently
did not know him say, at the next table to
him: “Sad news, this, about the death of
Lord Roberts’ son!"” At once the bearer
of the sad news and the gentlemen to
whom he was speaking observed the agita-
tion of the gentleman at the next table,
saw that he rose abruptly from the table,
and went out into the hall. TLord Roberts
knew that his son had been wounded, but
this was the first announcement that came
to him of the fatal-termination, Lord Rob-
erts went to the tape machine in the hall
of the club; it contained no confirmation of
the dreadful news. Then he went up to the
gentleman who haGg~Jnentioned the rumor;
the gentleman could only say that he had
heard the news—he had had no official con-
firmation. In a short time, the official con-
firmation came; the tape contained the
statement that young Roberts was dead.
Another version of the story has been pub-
lished in The Dally Mail, in which the
scene is laid at the Travelers’ Club; and
in ‘which the incidents were somewhat dif-
ferent. Lord Roberts, however, is not 2
member of the Travelers’, while he Is of
the Athenaeum, so the version I have given
is, T believe, the correct one.

I have heard of a case quite as sad In itz
way. Mr. C. A. Whitmore was addressing
a meeting of hig constituents in Chelsea,
and among his audience was Colonel Goldie,
who had a son in the war. The father knew
that his son was in one of the Moddze
River fights. Suddenly, in the middle of
the meeting, the father got up and sald he
must go home, for he had a presentiment
that his son had been killed. He went home;
the presentiment was only too true; a tele-
gram awaited the unfortunate parent to
announce the death of his son.

A sad case, too, is that of Admiral Pe-
chel. He has three sons in the war; two
have been killed—the third is shut up in
Mateking. ELord Halsbury will have the
approval of the whole world In the prompt
kindness with which he sought to break
this terrible loss to the old sallor; he gave
an appointment immediately to one of the
two surviving sons: the young fellow has
now a place in the London Registry Office.

There is a report that the widow of the
gallant Andrew Wauchope heard of her
bereavement with an equal suddenness.
The papers contained the statement that
she had been at the War Office making en-
quiries a short time before the terrible
news came, This, 1 hear, was a mistake.
As a matter of fact, 1 believe, Mrs, Wau-
chgpe was in a shop In Edinburgh when a
newsboy going alomg the streets brought
to her shocked ears—without a moment's
warning—the news of her hushand's death.
General Wauchope was one of the many
men who had a presentiment before going
out that he would never return,

I believe that Lord Winchester also had
something of the same feeling. Those who
saw him off said that he was not in good
spirits. He loved soldiering, hut be also
loved his country home in Hampshire,
every inch of which wasg known and dear
to him. He was a splendid sportsman—
in short, the ideal country gentieman—and
it was only the call of his country that
could have induced him to leave it all. The
bravery and even recklessness with which
he faced death become the more herole
when it is remembered that the poor fel-
low went into the fight with the certainty
that he would never return to his good
and loved home, in one of the lovellest
counties of fair England.

T.ord and Lady Roberts have always been
a singularly attached couple, and during
their long residemce in India, the great
affection which obviously existed between
them was often a matter of comment in
Anglo-Indlan society. They were constant-
ly together, and Lady Roberts sometimes
even brought her work into her husband’s.
office, and sat with him there if no import-
ant business was being transacted. A tall,
fine-looking woman, with an agreeable man.
ner, Lady Roberts, despite her husband's
high position, ecares nothing for woclety;
in fact, in some years past, she hag gone
abhout as little as possible, and while always
ready to take an active part In charitable
affairs, only gave the necessary official
entertainments at the Royal Hosplital, Dub-
in.
