Ancient Rome Priests Were Walking Almanacs,

This is the season of the year when al-
manacs are most in evidence. In large
cities, the almanac usually seen is the pub-
lication of some one of the dally papers,
a huge bundle of statistical information in
which scant space is given to the original
conception of the almanae.

Almanac is a word of Arabic origih, but
the Arabs were In no sense the originators
of putting the calendar in convenlent form
with appropriate information regarding as-
tronomical events, festivals, holidays, ete.

In the time of ancient Rome all informa-
tion regarding the calendar was In posses-
slon of the priests, whom the people were
obliged to consult (and pay) on this occult
subject. - This was very often, as, for in-
stance, a man giving a note for one year

would not know when the year had expired |
until he had cosulted thé priest and pald|

for his valuable information. But about the
year 300 B.C., a genius by the name of
Calds Flavius consulted so many priests
and so frequently that he was able to con-
struct a complete calendar which he placed
upon tablets and exhibited about the forum.

Of course, they were copied and spread|

among the people, and the priestly calendar
trnst was at an end. To what reglon the
priests consigned the soul of the implous
Flavius history does not state.

Robinson Crusoe's’ calendar—a stick  with
a' notch for. each day and a deeper noteh
for Sunday~was not a novelty, for that was
exactly the kind of almanac long used in
England. As 365_notches would have made
a pretty long sti®¥7the calendars were
made in the form of a square block, with
three months’ notches along each angle.

The first printed almanacs were issued In
the latter part of the fifteenth century. In
England, a private company held by kingly
grant the exelusive right to sell “almanacs
and prognostications.” Abdut 1770 a stoat-
hearted bookseller by the name of Thomas
Carnan resolved to attack the momnopoly.
For three years in succession he issued an
almanac and was as many times imprison-
ell. Finally, in 1775, the courts decided In
Carnan’s favor, hoMing that the king bad
no right to issue such a grant. This, it will
be noted, was about the time of the Am-
erican reyolution, and the Minister, Lord
North, whom Americans remember In that
connection,made an heroic effort to save the
monopoly, but the bill he introduced in par-
liament to effect.the purpose was thrown
out by 45 majority.

Edrly almanacs were largely devoted to
astrological predictions or “‘prognostica-
tions."”  Astrology was sno firmly believed
in at that time that an almanac without
“‘prognostications” would have found but
a very slim sale. One of the most famons
of these prognosticators was Partridge,
who Pope, ‘in ‘“The Rape of the Lock,”
predicts will discover the lock.

But it was Dean Swift who settled Par-
tridge. His “Prediction for the year 1708,
by Isaac Bickerstaff, Esq.,”’ was an absurd
parody on the style of the astrologer, and
predicted that op March 29 Par-
tridge would infallibly die of a
violent fever. Then he published a
letter giving minute details of the astrolo-
ger's death on the day predicted. The eu-
