So far as could be learned early today 
no arrangement had been made for him 
to appear before Congress, as he did 
last year to announce the dispatch of 
the Sussex note informing Germany that 
unless the Imperial Government aban 
doned the conduct of submarine war 
fare without regard to the principles 
of humanity and the rights of neutrals, 
the United States would be obliged to 
break off diplomatic relations.

The First Warning.
The new German warning carries the 

situation back practically to where it 
was upon the original proclamation by 
Germany two years ago of a war zone 

Iaround the British Isles. That procla- 
*nation called forth the famous "strict 
i accountability" note from the United 
States. It was followed by the sinking 
of the Lusitania and the virtual ulti­
matum from the United States which 
resulted in the German pledge not to 
sink "liners" without warning and pro­
vision for the safety of those on board. 
Then came the long series of alleged 
violations of this pledge, culminating in
