Toronto, April 12—Nine Doukhobor wo-
men and ten men, arrested for parading
Fort illiam streets without any cloth-
ing, ark in Port Arthur jail. They refuse
the jail fare, and call for prunes, apples
and nuts, eaying it is against their prin-.
ciples .to eat cooked food. They also re-
fuse to dress themselves, clean c¢ells or
obey any orders.
