Motor Licenses.

Rececipts for motor vehicle licenses
in New Brunswick have already passed
the “estimates for the year, although
there are still several months of the
period to go.

Premier Veniot gave out a statement
today showing the receipts to be $406,-
877.20 up to last night, and W. H. Mc-
Quade, inspector of taxation, has re-
ported the amount may be supplement-
ed by another $30,000 or more before
the year ends.

The estimate presented to the legis-
lature for receipts from motor vehicle
licenses anticipated payments of $405,-
000, so that the actual receipts are now
about $2,000 ahead of the estimates.
The largest receipts on record previous-
ly were in 1928 when they exceeded
$876,000. The figures illustrate the
growing number of automobiles in
New Brunswick.

Berlin, July 9.—(United Press).—A
company has been formed by’ automo-
bile owners of this city with a view
to converting unused gas storage tanks
into ten-story “skyscraper” garages.

Automobile owners hope that
through this scheme the shortage of
garages, especially in the beart of ‘the
city, will be relieved. Thty say that,
owing to the enormously - increaseq
number of automobiles, this shortage

The new skyscraper garages will
house approximately 1,000 automobiles
each. A sloping terrace, with a grade
of one meter per hundred, built round
the outside of thz house, will give ac-
cess to all ten stories.

ALGERIANS GROW
MORE TOBACGO

French Policy Encourages
Expansion—60 Per Cent.
Increase Since 1913,

Weashington; July 9.—Tabacco is be-

coming an increasing important money
crop in Algeria, says a report to the
| Department of Commerce from Com-
i mercial Attache L. L. Jones, Paris.
| Acreage planted to this crop has in-
! creased more than 100 per cent. in
| the last decade, and production has
| jumped from 10,866 metric tons in
1913 to 17,280 metric tons ix 1923.

According to French Colonial policy,
everything possible is being done to
| encourage this movement. The average
| number of tobacco growers in recent
| years has been about 13,300. Cultiva-
ition occurs chiefly in the area near
| the coast and in the Department ‘of
| Algiers, which in some years produces
' as much as 90 per cent. of the total.
| Tobacco can be grown on irrigated
! lands, but it is heavy and spongy, the
| French Tobacco Monopoly has re-
| fused to purchase this type of tobacco
| since 1921, although a considerable por-
 tion of the crop continues to be grown
| on irrigated land, due to the heavier
| yield, and is then sold in the open
market.

The Algerian farmer has difficulty
in disposing of that part of his crop
' not purchased by the French Monopoly
and to overcome this three producers’
co-operative associations have been
| established; one near Bona and two
| near Algiers. The co-operatives have
a ten year contract with the French
Regie by which .the latter undertakes
to purchase a minimum of 2500 metric
tons annually. The amounts about the
minimum which the French Regie en-
gages ta purchase are fixed every year
in February. For 1924 the purchases
are to be mot less than 14000 metric
tons.

%‘Claims Adjusted So Far
< Number 439 — No

| Money Yet.

| Washington, July 8—A recapitula-
Ition of the work accomplished by the
| GGerman-American Mixed Claims Com-
mission since its organization up to
{the present time, shows that 439
awards aggregating more than $14,-

500,000 have been made in favor of
| American firms and individuals on
claims against Germany for losses sus-
tained in the world® war through death
or property damage.

In addition to the principal, Ger-
many will be required to pay five per
cent. interest on each claim allowed
from the date of the award to the
time of payment. No payments will
be made by Germany, however, until
the commission concludes its labors
and a funding method is determined
kupon.

When the commission adjourned re-
cently for the summer it had pending
Ibeforc it 12,416 claims amounting to
Iappmximately $500,000,000, including
one by the U. 5. Government for $255.-
544,810, representing the cost of the
American army of occupation. This
claim, however, is expected to be set-
tled through other than commission
channels. Of the more than 12,000
pending claims, 2,044 have been con-
sidered by the U. S. and German agen-
cies of the commission and are ready
for final action. :

Wilhelm Kiesselbach, German com-
missioner, recently went to Germany
for the summer and will return to
Washington early in the fall when the
commission covtemplates resuming its
sessions. Robert W. Bonynge, U. S.
agent on the commission, and Agent
von Lewinski of Germany, accomban-
ied by attorneys and assistants, will
sail on separate steamers today for
Germany where evidence necessary to
abjudicate U. S. claims not obtainable
in this country will be investigated.

While Germany is obligated to pay
the amounts agreed upon by the com-
mission, it remains to be decided whe.e
she will get the funds for such pay-
ments. i

Once the question of how the claims
are to be met is determined, Germany
'w111 pay the U. S. Government, which,
in turn, will remit the amount of the
awards to the individual claimants.

rate from tuberculosis was 202 for
| ‘every 100,000 people, and in 1923, 95.

“Since 1914, more than 600,000 peo-
ple in the United States afflicted with
the disease, who might otherwise have
died have been discharged as cured
from hospitals. Most of these are alive
today and are useful members  of
society.”

The Independent Order of Foresters,
which has 163,000 members in the
United States and Canada, and is cele-
brating its golden anniversary this year
maintains tuberculosis sanitariums at
Lopez Canyon, Cal, and at Rainbow
Lake in the Adirondacks. In addition,
it has an orphanage at Oakville, Ont..;
and maintains a fund of $100,000 fof.
