“ MANSLAUGHTER”\London, Sept. 14. — (By mail to 
Canadian Press.)—John Osborne, one 
of the most prominent figures on Eng­
lish race courses and whose whole life 
had been devoted to the thoroughbred 
either as a jockey or trainer, died sud­
denly on Saturday at his home at 
Coverham, Middieham, aged eighty- 
nine years. His death has caused pro­
found regret, especially in Yorkshire, 
where he had been a familiar figure for 
many years.

“Old John,” or “Pusher,” as he was 
affectionately termed, because of his 
habit of never ceasing to ride his 
mounts until he had passed the win­
ning post, was t*< son of a trainer and 
owner, and when only thirteen years 
old made his first public appearance as 
a jockey. During the following forty- 
six years, or until his retirement from 
the saddle in 1808, Osborne bad a 
most remarkable career as a jockey. 
For thirty-eight successive years he 
had a mount in the Epsom Derby, 
attaining the supreme height of a 
jockey’s ambition by winning the pre­
mier classic with Pretender in 1866. 
The Two Thousand Guineas were \yon 
by Osborne’s mounts on six occasions, 
the One Thousand twice, the Oaks 
once, and the Doncaster St. Leger 
twice.

In 1874 Osborne rode Apology, a 
chestnut filly owned by Itev. Mr. King 
(who raced under the name of Mr. 
Launde) and won three classics In that 
year, the One Thousand Guineas, the 
Oaks and the St. Leger. The filly’s 
St. Leger victory was a sensational 
ffair, as she was pulled up lame 

after an exercise gallop on the morning 
of the race. She traveled so badly ia 
the early stages of the race that odds 
of 100 to one were shouted against 
her, but Osborne nursed her in char­
acteristic fashion and got up to win 
one of the most remarkable contests 
the St. Leger has ever given rise to.

Mr. Osborne witnessed the running 
of the “Gimcrack” at York two weeks 
ago, and it was just seventy /ears ago 
that he rode his father’s filly Exact 
to victory in this important race for 
two-year-olds. One of his many quali­
ties was his ability to handle two-year- 
olds, and during his long career In the 

ddle he rode nine Gimcrack win­
ners, was second four times, twice 
third, and six times finished fourth,

On his retirement from the saddle 
“Old John” was the recipient of an 
unprecedented compliment, for a sub­
scription was opened in his honor by 
his numerous admirers and a purse of 
3,000 guineas, together with an ad­
dress, was presented to him by the late 
J. H. Houldsworth, the then senior 
steward of the Jockey Club.

Mr. Osborne never had any real 
brilliant horses under his charge as a 
trainer, but he was distinctly success­
ful with the moderate ones he had. 
His last big success was The Guller, 
who won the Chester Cup in 1913. 
Despite his then eighty years, "Old 
John” was a marvel of activity, and on 
the day previous to the race for the 
Chester Cup he gave The Guller an 
exercise gallop over the full length of 
the course. He made no secret of his 
belief in his horse’s ability to win the 
race and landed his biggest win, for he 
had his maximum stake of five 
shillings each way on the Horse, whose 
starting price was twenty to one 
against, plus an additional sovereign 
each way, which Mr. Crallan, the 
owner, put on for him.

The last winner that Mr. Osborne 
saddled was Fairy Girl, who won the 
Clevelend Plate at Redcar in May of 
last year.

Always a regular church-goer, Mr. 
Osborne attended service at the parish 
church on last Sunday, and later In 
the day while attending the poultry 
and dogs at his home he was stricken 
with the fatal attack. Regarding his 
church-going habit, it is said that on 
one occasion he was the only member 
of the Coverham church present when 
the vicar ascended the pulpit. Rev. 
Hulton Hall, who used to tell the story, 
said i “I awoke in the early morning, 
but, on beholding the great fall of 
snow, thought it was of no use jour­
neying to .conduct the service, expect­
ing nobody to be there. However, I 
plucked up my courage and went with 
difficulty. To my surprise the only 
member of the congregation in evidence 
was John Osborne, who had been 
awaiting my arrival at the church 
door.”

The Cunard Aquitania, which arrived 

yesterday^ twenty-four hours late, from 
Southampton and Cherbourg with 1,662 
passengers and $5,000,000 In gold, had 
ten ports smashed on the “B” deck, 
two steel doors stove in on the “E” 
deck, her suite de luxe and grill room 
flooded by what the captain described 
as “dangerous” seas which swept over 
both si
cane last Mondey. Thirty women pas­
sengers in the first cabin were washed 
out of their rooms on the “C” deck 
through water coming down ventilators 
and the after companion way and slept 
in the lounge for two nights. Several 
of them were hysterical during the 
storm but no one was injured. The pas­
sengers thought so much of the conduct 
of the seamen that they subscribed 
$1,000 to be divided among them.

Captain Sir James Charles, R. N. R., 
the master of the Aquitania, said that 
he had never seen higher 
the wind to blow harder than it did 
from Sunday night till the following 
afternoon.

Storm Follows Calm.

Captain Charles said that the weather 
was fine on Sunday until 8 o’clock in 
the evening, when it came on to blow 
hard from the southwest and by mid­
night it had veered to the westward and 
reached hurricane force, which is “any­
thing over eighty miles an hour.” “The 
barometer dropped,” the captain con­
tinued, “to 28.23, the lowest I have ever 
recorded since 1908 on the Lucania 
when the gla*» measured down to 27.82 
inches. I slowed the Aquitania down to 
twelve knots by the engines and for 
twelve hours she could only make five 
knots at the most against the terrific 
velocity of the wind and the high bead- 
seas. It was impossible to see any­
thing from the bridge and the volumes 
of spray whipped off the sea by the hur­
ricane were dashed against the super­
structure with a force that It yould be 
difficult to describe. That is the way 
the windows on the “B” deck were 
smashed. The ship behaved very well 
indeed under the severe pounding she 
received from the huge head leas, and 
there was practically no abatement to 
speak of for twenty-two hours. We 
carried a rough sea really until Thurs­
day afternoon. A part of the time on 
Monday the seas were confused, caused 
by Shifting wind, but later when the 
wind came from the west they were 
regular but enormous.”
